Community Pool Opens 
 We are hoping to open the pool on 
May 24. Pool hours will be 1-7 pm Thurs-
day through Sunday ONLY.  Please plan 
ahead if you plan to use the pool.  Read the 
Park Rules regarding pool rules and bring 
the pool rules with you when you come for 
the first time and be prepared to sign in 
with your address and names and proof of 
age of all tenants under age 18.  An adult 
over age 21 and on the lease must be pre-
sent at all times with children under age 13 
and ALL guests NOT on the lease.  Please 
be familiar with the names of those on your 
lease.  If you have a child under age 8, the 
child will need a FULL life vest with a zip-
per closure on the front.   
 Management reserves to right to 
close the pool following Park Rules viola-
tions, vandalism, graffiti, etc.  This is why 
the pool had to be closed all of 2024 to 
make all repairs needed due to vandalism 
in 2023.  Please refer to your Park Rules 
that you signed when you signed your 
lease.  Contact the office if you need a new 
copy of the Park Rules or to report misbe-
havior at the pool.  Photos are helpful.  It 
takes a community to keep the pool open, 
enforce the rules, and preserve the safety of 
the community. Thank you for your help.

Dogs & Cats 
It is a privilege to 
own a dog in the 
Pecan Plantation 
community.  If 
you have added a 
dog to your household since you signed your 
lease, please contact the office to register 
that dog and avoid a breach of your lease. 
Please refer to your Park Rules regarding 
pets. 

Please be sure to keep your dog on a 
leash no longer than 10 feet and under the 
control of the ADULT OWNER of the dog 
at all times when it is NOT inside the home.  
Dogs may not be tied outside the home or 
left unattended on a deck or patio.  Large 
dog droppings in community open spaces 
should be removed by the owner when walk-
ing the dog.  Dogs should not be allowed to 
trespass on the lot of another resident when 
outside the home on a leash. 
Please do NOT put cat food outside your 
home on your porch, sidewalk, or grass. This 
attracts ferile animals to the community and 
is a danger to our residents.  If you see some-
one putting cat food dishes on a vacant lot, 
please contact the office immediately at 512-
357-6111 or email cape-
ters12@austin.rr.com.
