We'll then visit the ancient site
of Tabgha, where the multiplication of the fishes and
loaves took place and Cana where Jesus performed his
first miracle at a wedding reception (couples are invited
to celebrate their marriage vows). Then on to Jesus’
hometown of Nazareth, where we'll experience what it
was like to live in a first century community and enjoy a
special meal (included) like those eaten in Bible times.
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Day 6 - Saturday, January 25: Beit She’an, Nablus
(Samaria) Jacob’s Well (St. Photini Church), Jericho
Our day begins with traveling south through the Jordan
Valley to Beit She ‘an, to visit one of the best-preserved
archaeological sites ever discovered in Israel. Then we

continue to Nablus (Samaria) to visit Jacob’s Well at St.
Photini Church where Jesus met the Samaritan woman.
We then ascend to the majestic city of Jerusalem to check
into our hotel located near the Old City and enjoy dinner.

Day 7 - Sunday, January 26: Garden of Gethsemene,
Bethlehem, Nativity, Chapel of the Holy Innocents,
Shepherd’s Field

Our day begins with a Panoramic view of the Mount of
Olives followed by a time of reflection in the Garden

of Gethsemene where Jesus prayed and sweat drops

of blood before his betrayal by Judas. We'll follow the
path where the Triumphal Entry took place marking our
celebration of Palm Sunday. We then visit Church of the
Nativity in Bethlehem, Shepherd’s Field and Chapel of
the Holy Innocents, believed to be the burial place of
infants killed by King Herod in his attempt to eliminate the
newborn “King of the Jews”.

Our first stop is a visit to the Jordan River where John
baptized Jesus and the Israelites crossed the Jordan
following the Ark of the Covenant. We then head to
Qumran where the Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered
and Masada, the fortress built by King Herod. Then on
to a relaxing Spa on the Dead Sea for a delicious buffet
lunch (included) and take advantage of relaxing in an
indoor heated salt pool, fresh water pool and jacuzzi and
additional spa services like massages (not included). We
then return to Jerusalem for dinner and overnight.

Day 9 - Tuesday, January 28: Temple Mount, Western

Ye'arim, Caiaphas’ House, Shrine of the Book, Holocaust
Museum, Farewell Dinner Celebration
