Jonathan takes off his robe, armor, sword, belt, and bow and 
dresses David in them. Verse three says that  Jonathan made a 
covenant with David that day and Jonathan loved David. That is 
what Christ has done to us. He has clothed us with Himself.  He 
is our new self. How do we pray to put on the new self? We 
continually allow Him to clothe us. We pray to be willing, to be 
obedient, to be made worthy of His Spirit. The thing is, we are 
worthy because we are clothed with Him. It's a beautiful circle 
of prayer. We gratefully remember who we are in Christ and 
pray to live out that gratefulness every day.
