KS Territory is a high yielding variety well adapted for
the drought conditions in the central high plains. It
carries the Wsm2 gene for wheat streak mosaic
resistance. It has moderate resistance to stripe, leaf
and stem rusts; and good resistance to Hessian
fly. This medium height, medium maturity variety also
has intermediate resistance to Triticum mosaic virus,
making it especially well suited to areas where both
wheat streak mosaic virus and Triticum mosaic virus
are a concern. 

KS Territory is very similar to KS Dallas, but with 
improved straw strength, stripe rust resistance, FHB 
tolerance, Triticum mosaic virus resistance and Hessian fly 
resistance.
