GOSPEL OF THE WEEK 
In this week’s Gospel (Mt 12:22–32), we see Jesus perform  
a powerful act of mercy: He heals a man who is blind, mute,  
and possessed. The crowds are amazed, sensing the presence of  
God among them. Yet the Pharisees, threatened by Jesus’ authority and 
popularity, respond not with faith but with accusation, they claim that 
Jesus casts out demons by the power of Beelzebul, the prince of demons. 
Jesus reveals the absurdity of their claim: a kingdom divided against itself 
cannot stand. More importantly, He issues a grave warning about 
blasphemy against the Holy Spirit, the deliberate and ongoing rejection  
of God’s truth and mercy. 
This Gospel challenges us to reflect on how we respond to the work of 
God. The sin against the Holy Spirit is not a single act, but a persistent 
refusal to be converted by the grace and love of God. It reminds us that 
our hearts must remain open to the truth, even when it challenges us. 
The Holy Spirit is always at work, guiding, healing, calling, and renewing. 
Let us not allow bitterness, jealousy, or stubbornness to cloud our 
judgment. May we never silence the Spirit’s whisper in our hearts. Instead, 
let us remain humble and vigilant, always ready to recognize God's 
presence, and to give Him the glory.
