GOSPEL OF THE WEEK 
In Luke 12:42-48, our Lord Jesus teaches us about the call 
to faithful and prudent stewardship, showing that every 
blessing, gift, and responsibility entrusted to us carries 
accountability.  
Those who fail to act with prudence, who delay obedience, or who live 
selfishly and harm others, face spiritual consequences, for knowledge and 
grace increase responsibility.  
Jesus teaches that even small acts of faithfulness are seen and rewarded, 
and every gesture of service, mercy, and charity contributes to the building 
of God’s Kingdom.  
This passage calls us to self-examination: do we truly use our gifts for the 
good of our families, the Church, and our neighbors, or do we squander 
them on distractions, laziness, or worldly pleasures?  
Maronite spirituality encourages us to cultivate constant readiness, prayer, 
and love, living each day in harmony with God’s will, and seeking to 
embody Christ’s mercy, justice, and compassion. 
Our Lady, Queen of Heaven, is our model and intercessor, helping us to 
remain attentive, generous, and faithful in our stewardship.  
May her guidance inspire us to act with prudence and joy, so that when the 
Master comes, He may find us vigilant, loving, and faithful, and welcome 
us into the eternal happiness of His Kingdom.
