Dear Friends,

It has already been two years since the beginning of the war in Gaza, on October 7,
2023. Two years marked by pain, destruction, evacuations, and millions of displaced
people. Violence continues to strike relentlessly, leaving behind tens of thousands of
victims and wounded, not only in Gaza but also in the West Bank and throughout the
Middle East.

That day, October 7, marked a dramatic turning point in recent history: its consequences
are spreading to Israel, Palestine, Lebanon, Syria, Iran, and Iraq, and will inevitably shape
the future of the entire region.

Among the first and hardest consequences was the total suspension of pilgrimages and
tourism in the Holy Land. All bookings until December 2025 have been cancelled, and we
do not know when it will be possible to resume. It is said that perhaps we must wait until
the Israeli elections in November 2026.

In this uncertain reality, we at the Maronite Diocesan Pilgrimage Office Jerusalem
(PJJ), committed for over forty years to accompanying pilgrims in the Holy Land, feel the
duty not to give up. This is why we have decided to relaunch the “Christmas Campaign
20257, a concrete initiative in support of pilgrimages and, in particular, of the Christian
artisans of Bethlehem.

For the past two years, these artisans—guardians of an ancient craft and a symbol of the
Christian presence in the Holy Land—have been suffering greatly due to the lack of
pilgrims and tourists. To help them, we have prepared a Christmas Kit, which contains
unique items made of olive wood and other handcrafted pieces, the fruit of their hands and
their faith.

The Kit will be sent to friends, communities, parishes, and associations that wish to join
this initiative of solidarity. Your support is essential: not only by welcoming the Kit, but
also by helping us spread the campaign, by reaching out to other parishes, communities,
and associations that can contribute to keeping alive the hope and work of so many
Christian families in Bethlehem.
