THE FEAST OF THE PRESENTATION  
OF CHRIST IN THE TEMPLE 

This feast commemorates the moment when Mary & Joseph 
brought the infant Jesus to the Temple in Jerusalem,  
fulfilling the requirements of Jewish law.  
At the heart of this narrative, Simeon is described as a righteous and 
devout man, who had been promised by the Holy Spirit that he would not 
die before seeing the Messiah. When he saw the Child, Simeon took Him 
in his arms and declared: “Now, Lord, you let your servant go in peace; 
your word has been fulfilled. My own eyes have seen the salvation which 
you have prepared in the sight of every people: a light to reveal you to the 
nations and the glory of your people Israel”. 
The light mentioned in this verse represents Christ’s role as the Savior 
who brings hope and illumination to a darkened world. 
Also, this event marks the fulfillment of God’s promises—to Simeon, 
who longed to see the Messiah, and to all of Israel, awaiting the 
Redeemer.  
As we celebrate the Feast of the Presentation, let us take a moment to 
reflect on how we can bring Christ’s light into our homes, communities, 
and beyond. Let us pray to recognize His presence in our daily lives and 
to share His love with others. May this feast inspire us to live with the 
faith of Simeon, always trusting in God’s promises and proclaiming the 
good news of salvation to the world.
