WELCOME FR. GILBERT WALKER 
Gilbert Walker was born in New Orleans in 1959 and was raised  
on the Mississippi Gulf Coast.  
The Daughters of Charity taught him in High School in Gulfport, MS.  
After getting a B.S. in Chemistry from Mississippi State University,  
he entered the Vincentians in 1981, (known as Lazarists in Lebanon). 
They were founded by St. Vincent de Paul in France for the purpose  
of evangelizing the poor, especially the people who lived in rural areas. 
Ordained to the priesthood in 1987, Gilbert served in parish ministry  
in Texas, first in Dallas and then in San Antonio, where he met the 
Maronites.   
Bishop Elias Zaidan was then the pastor of St. George Parish, and he 
invited Father Gilbert to collaborate occasionally by celebrating the 
Liturgy at St. George.   After San Antonio, he served as chaplain to the 
Hispanic Apostolate in Baton Rouge, Louisiana for another 2 years. 
Gilbert then served in a rural parish in the Dominican Republic before 
becoming the director of the novitiate program there for 3 years.   
In 2003 he moved to Cuba and became the Provincial Director of the 
Daughters of Charity for the next 11 years. Then, he continued to serve as 
spiritual director at the Archdiocesan Seminary and formation  director for 
the Vincentian seminarians.  He returned to the U.S. in 2020, and after a 
sabbatical was assigned to St. Louis, MO, where he reconnected with the 
Maronite community at St. Raymond's Cathedral. He was then assigned to 
New Orleans where he celebrated the Liturgy with the Maronites there 
and helped establish Holy Trinity Maronite Catholic Mission.   
He is excited to serve at St. Maron Parish  and looks forward to deepening 
his experience of Maronite life. 
We warmly welcome Fr. Gilbert Walker who will be spending some time 

with us at St. Maron Church - Youngstown, starting next weekend. 
We hope he will be very happy during his time here.
