GOSPEL OF THE WEEK 

Luke 1:26–38 tells of the Annunciation, when the Angel  

Gabriel appeared to the Virgin Mary in Nazareth to  

announce that she would conceive and bear Jesus, the Son of God. 

Though troubled at first, Mary listened in faith, asking how this could 

be, and was told that the Holy Spirit would come upon her. With 

humble trust she responded, “Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord; 

let it be done to me according to your word.” Her “yes” opened the 

way for the Incarnation, showing how God works through humility 

and how true discipleship begins with faithful surrender to His will.  

This Gospel reminds us that God often chooses the humble and 

unexpected to fulfill His greatest plans. Mary’s “yes” at the 

Annunciation reveals the power of trust and surrender, she did not 

understand everything, yet she believed that “nothing is impossible for 

God.” Her openness to the Holy Spirit allowed the Word to become 

flesh, bringing salvation into the world. In our own lives, God also calls 

us to respond with faith amid uncertainty, allowing His grace to work 

through our willingness, just as it did through Mary’s perfect obedience.
