GOSPEL OF THE WEEK 

In Luke 1:39–45, when Mary greets Elizabeth, the child in  

Elizabeth’s womb, John the Baptist, leaps for joy, already beginning  

his prophetic mission of announcing the presence of the Messiah.  

Filled with the Holy Spirit, Elizabeth proclaims Mary “blessed among 

women” and honors her faith, saying, “Blessed is she who believed that 

the Lord’s word to her would be fulfilled.” This passage reveals Mary 

as the first bearer of Christ’s presence to others, a living tabernacle of 

the Lord. Her journey of love and service shows that true faith moves 

us outward, leading us to share Christ’s joy with others. It teaches that 

when we welcome God into our hearts, His presence overflows into 

every relationship and encounter, transforming ordinary moments into 

encounters of grace.

ElKhoury will be offered during the 8:30 am Mass this Sunday.
