GOSPEL OF THE WEEK \ \117 /
In this week’s Gospel, we are drawn into a powerful and
defining moment at the very beginning of Jesus’ public ministry
Returning to Galilee "in the power of the Spitit," Jesus goes to the
synagogue of His hometown, Nazareth, and stands to read from the
scroll of the prophet Isaiah. The passage He reads is full of hope and
promise—good news for the poor, liberty for captives, sight for the
blind, and freedom for the oppressed. Then, in a moment both
stunning and bold, Jesus proclaims: “Today this Scripture is fulfilled in
your hearing.” With those words, He declares Himself as the long-
awaited Messiah and reveals the heart of His mission, not a political
liberation, but a spiritual awakening, a renewal of God's covenant of
love with His people. This Gospel challenges us to reflect not only on
who Jesus is, but on what He brings into our lives. He comes to
proclaim today, not yesterday, not tomorrow, but today, that God's
mercy is real, that healing is possible, that the poor are heard, and that
the brokenhearted are not forgotten. Are we ready to receive that
message in our own lives?
