THE EPIPHANY: CHRIST REVEALED TO THE WORLD 
On the Feast of the Epiphany, celebrated on January 6th, the Maronite 
Church proclaims the Baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ as the supreme 
manifestation of His divine identity. This feast reveals Christ not to a 
single people, but to all humanity, as the long-awaited Messiah and the 
beloved Son of the Father. 
When Jesus approaches John the Baptist at the Jordan, He does so in 
profound humility. Though sinless, He steps into the waters alongside 
sinners, choosing solidarity with fallen humanity. In this act, Christ does 
not seek purification; rather, He purifies the waters themselves, 
transforming them into a source of life and salvation. His obedience 
becomes a living teaching: the path to glory passes through humility, 
surrender, and trust in the Father’s will. 
At the moment of His Baptism, heaven is opened. The Holy Spirit 
descends in the form of a dove, resting upon the Son, while the voice of 
the Father resounds: 
“You are my beloved Son; with you I am well pleased” (Luke 3:22). 
Here, the mystery of the Most Holy Trinity is revealed, Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit acting in perfect unity. This divine manifestation confirms that 
Jesus is not merely a prophet, but the Son sent to redeem the world. For 
this reason, the Baptism of the Lord stands at the heart of Epiphany: God 
makes Himself known. 
In the Maronite tradition, this event also carries a deeply sacramental 
meaning. By entering the Jordan, Christ sanctifies all waters, preparing 
them to become instruments of grace. Our own baptism flows from this 
sacred moment. Through baptism, we are united to Christ’s death and 
resurrection; we die to sin and rise to new life. We are adopted as children 
of God and sealed with the Holy Spirit, called to live as witnesses of 
Christ’s light in the world. 
The Baptism of the Lord therefore challenges each of us to reflect on our 
own baptismal identity. Just as Christ willingly entered the waters, we too 
are called to humble ourselves before God, allowing Him to cleanse our 
hearts, renew our faith, and strengthen us by His Spirit. Epiphany is not 
only a celebration, it is a calling: to live as revealed sons and daughters of 
God, shining His light through lives of holiness, obedience, and love.
