IMPORTANT NOTICE: THESE ARE THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS GOVERNING ALL EQUIPMENT RENTALS FROM VALLEY

CRANE LLC. BY SUBMITTING A RENTAL REQUEST THROUGH VALLEY CRANE LLC'S ONLINE ORDER SYSTEM, YOU

ACKNOWLEDGE THAT YOU HAVE READ, UNDERSTOOD, AND AGREE TO BE LEGALLY BOUND BY THESE TERMS IN THEIR

ENTIRETY. IF YOU DO NOT AGREE, DO NOT SUBMIT A RENTAL REQUEST.

These Master Bare Equipment Rental Terms & Conditions ("Agreement") govern all equipment rentals by Val-

ley Crane LLC ("Lessor") to any person or entity submitting a rental request ("Lessee"). These terms apply to all

Equipment types oDered by Lessor, including cranes, boom trucks, man liHs, telehandlers, forkliHs, aerial work

platforms, certiKed liHing equipment, rigging, and related accessories.
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1.1 Lessor leases to Lessee, on a BARE RENTAL BASIS ONLY, the machinery, equipment, accessories, and other

items described in the Equipment Order Form accepted by Lessor (collectively, the "Equipment"). Equipment

covered includes, without limitation: cranes, boom trucks, man liAs, telehandlers, forkliAs, aerial work plat-

forms, certiDed liAing equipment, rigging equipment, and related accessories. No Equipment Order Form is

valid and binding unless accepted and countersigned by an authorized representative of Lessor.

LESSEE EXPRESSLY ACKNOWLEDGES THAT THE EQUIPMENT IS RENTED ON A BARE RENTAL BASIS ONLY, IN ITS "AS IS"

CONDITION, WITHOUT OPERATOR, DRIVER, SIGNAL PERSON, RIGGER, OR OTHER CREW, EXCEPT WHERE LESSEE HAS

REQUESTED A LEASED EMPLOYEE PURSUANT TO SECTION 1.5 HEREOF. LESSEE, AT ITS OWN COST AND EXPENSE, SHALL

PROVIDE ALL QUALIFIED, LICENSED, AND CERTIFIED PERSONNEL NECESSARY TO TRANSPORT, OPERATE, INSPECT, MAINTAIN,

AND REPAIR THE EQUIPMENT.

1.3 All persons operating or maintaining the Equipment are under Lessee's exclusive jurisdiction, possession,

supervision, and control and are not agents, servants, or employees of Lessor for any purpose. Lessee shall en-

sure that the Equipment is operated only by individuals holding all required licenses, certiDcations, and qualiD-

cations, including without limitation: (a) a current, valid CDL of the applicable class for Equipment operated on

public roads; (b) NCCCO certiDcation for crane operations; (c) applicable OSHA operator training and certiDca-

tion for aerial work platforms, forkliAs, telehandlers, and boom trucks (per 29 C.F.R. §§ 1910.178, 1926.453); and

(d) all applicable USDOT/FMCSA compliance requirements. Operation of Equipment over 26,000 lbs. on public

roads requires a valid USDOT number and operating authority; Lessee shall operate under its own USDOT oper-

ating authority.

Where Lessee has requested a Leased Employee pursuant to Section 1.5 who is CDL-qualiDed, that Leased Em-

ployee may operate CDL/DOT-required Equipment under Lessor's USDOT operating authority solely for transit

from Lessor's place of business to the designated jobsite and return — subject to full enrollment in Lessor's DOT-

mandated driver compliance program prior to departure. All responsibility transfers exclusively to Lessee upon

departure from Lessor's location.

1.4 Lessee is responsible to provide competent site supervisors and LiA Directors to oversee jobsite and liAing

operations as required by ASME/ANSI B30.5-3.1.3 et seq. For non-crane liAing Equipment, Lessee shall designate

a qualiDed supervisor per applicable OSHA and ANSI standards. Lessee assumes sole responsibility for all rig-

ging, hooking, and unhooking of loads, and shall provide qualiDed signal persons to direct Equipment opera-

tors.

SECTION 1.5 — LEASED EMPLOYEE (OPTIONAL)

At Lessee's written request, Lessor may, in its sole discretion, arrange for a qualiDed temporary leased employee

("Leased Employee") to operate the Equipment on Lessee's behalf, subject to the following:

2.1 This Agreement commences on the date of Lessee's accepted rental request and continues until either Party

terminates upon sixty (60) days' prior written notice, subject to all obligations remaining in efect for Equipment

on rent.

2.2 Each individual Equipment lease commences on the earlier of: (a) the date speciDed in the Equipment Order

Form, or (b) the date Equipment is shipped or transported to or for Lessee; and continues until return of the

Equipment, full payment, and Lessor's acceptance of return.

2.3 If Lessee retains Equipment beyond the agreed return date without Lessor's written consent, the lease con-

tinues day-to-day at the daily rate (or 1/30th of the monthly rate, whichever is higher), without limiting Lessor's

other rights and remedies.

3.1 Rental Rates. Rates are set forth on the Equipment Order Form. Standard rate periods are: Daily = 8 hours;

Weekly = 40 hours; Monthly = 160 hours.

3.2 Cascading Proration. Rental periods that do not correspond exactly to a full daily, weekly, or monthly incre-

ment are billed using a strict cascading downward rate structure — each increment is billed at the rate for that

period; any remainder cascades to the next lesser rate. No fractional period is ever rounded up to the next high-

er tier:

3.3 No Abatement. Rent commences when Equipment leaves Lessor's yard and continues until return. Lessee is

not entitled to any abatement, deduction, set-of, or reduction for any reason, including non-working time.

3.4 Payment Terms.

3.5 Additional Charges. In addition to the rental rate, Lessee shall pay: all transportation, freight, fuel, and per-

mit charges; all taxes and governmental charges on Equipment; all Dnes and penalties arising from Lessee's use;

Lessor's attorneys' fees in enforcement or repossession; all damage repair costs; and replacement cost of all

items furnished with the Equipment — including logbooks, operator's manuals, Dre extinguishers, load charts,

rigging equipment, slings, shackles, hooks, spreader bars, outrigger pads, and any specialty Equipment or liAing

accessories — not returned in the same condition as delivered.

4.1 Unless otherwise agreed in writing, Lessor loads Equipment F.O.B. at Lessor's yard. Lessee performs and

pays for all other loading, unloading, set-up, assembly, dismantling, and transportation.

4.2 Standard Activity. Mobilization and demobilization costs are quoted based on "Standard Activity": ambient

temperature above 20°F; sustained winds under 20 mph; no snow or ice; rain under 1 inch/24 hours; 8 hours/day

Monday–Friday (excluding federal holidays).

4.3 Non-Standard Activity rates will be provided to Lessee before such costs are incurred. The Parties will coop-

erate in good faith to minimize costs.

5.1 Lessee shall not subject Equipment to careless or abusive use. Equipment shall be operated, inspected, main-

tained, and repaired only by experienced, competent, properly credentialed persons under Lessee's sole super-

vision and control.

5.2 Equipment shall be operated in a safe and lawful manner at all times, in accordance with: the manufactur-

er's operator's manual; all applicable OSHA regulations including 29 C.F.R. Part 1926 Subpart CC, §§ 1910.178,

1910.179, 1910.180, 1926.453, 1926.454; ANSI/ASME standards including B30.5, B30.22, B30.2, A92.2, A92.3, A92.6,

B56.1, B56.6, B92.1 (as applicable); and all applicable USDOT and FMCSA rules.

5.3 Equipment shall not be used when overloaded, when the operator is impaired, or to carry persons or proper-

ty for hire (except as authorized by law).

5.4 — EQUIPMENT USE LIMITATIONS: EACH PIECE OF EQUIPMENT SHALL BE USED ONLY FOR ITS INTENDED AND

MANUFACTURER-APPROVED PURPOSE. IF THE EQUIPMENT IS A CRANE OR BOOM TRUCK, IT IS TO BE USED FOR LIFTING

OPERATIONS ONLY. DEMOLITION, DYNAMIC COMPACTION, PILE DRIVING, AND CLAMMING WORK REQUIRE ADDITIONAL

DOCUMENTATION AND ARE AUTHORIZED ONLY BY LESSOR IN WRITING. AERIAL WORK PLATFORMS, MAN LIFTS, AND

TELEHANDLERS SHALL NOT BE USED FOR LIFTING OR HOISTING PERSONNEL UNLESS THE EQUIPMENT IS SPECIFICALLY

DESIGNED AND RATED FOR SUCH USE AND EXPRESSLY AUTHORIZED ON THE EQUIPMENT ORDER FORM.

5.5 Signal Persons; Rigging. Lessee shall provide competent and qualiDed signal persons to direct Equipment

operators and shall ensure compliance with ASME/ANSI B30.5-3.3. Lessee assumes all responsibility for rigging,

signaling, and the hooking and unhooking of loads. Where Lessee does not have qualiDed personnel on the job-

site capable of fulDlling the roles of signal person, rigger, or other Equipment-support functions required by this

Section, Lessee may request a Leased Employee pursuant to Section 1.5 who holds the applicable certiDcations,

training, and qualiDcations to perform one or more of those roles. Availability is subject to Lessor's sole discre-

tion and must be conDrmed in writing on the Equipment Order Form prior to mobilization.

6.1 Lessee shall comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and ordinances governing possession, transporta-

tion, and use of the Equipment, including OSHA, MSHA, ANSI, USDOT, FMCSA, and EPA requirements. Lessor

has no responsibility for compliance while Equipment is in Lessee's possession or control.

6.2 To the fullest extent permitted by Utah Insurance Code Title 31A, Lessee shall indemnify, defend, and save

Lessor harmless against all violations or asserted violations thereof, including all costs and attorneys' fees.

6.3 SDS Requirements. Lessee shall provide Lessor with Safety Data Sheets for all hazardous chemicals in use at

the jobsite upon delivery of Equipment, in compliance with 29 C.F.R. § 1910.1200.

This is a rental agreement only. All Equipment remains the sole and exclusive personal property of Lessor at all

times. Nothing in this Agreement confers any title or ownership right upon Lessee. All attachments, accessions,

replacement parts, and additions to Equipment automatically become Lessor's property. Lessee shall keep

Equipment free from all liens, encumbrances, and claims and shall not do or permit any act which may impair

Lessor's title or rights.

8.1 Equipment is leased "AS IS." Lessor records general condition on a Delivery Slip at delivery and return.

8.2 Lessee shall inspect Equipment immediately upon delivery. Within 24 hours, Lessee must either certify

Equipment is in good working condition or provide written notice specifying defects ("Defect Notice"). Failure to

provide a timely Defect Notice constitutes acceptance of Equipment in good operating condition.

8.3 Lessee shall return Equipment in the same condition as delivered, ordinary wear and tear from normal use

excepted.

9.1 Lessee shall efect and bear all costs of necessary inspections, maintenance, adjustments, and repairs re-

quired by the Equipment operator's manual and by law. This obligation applies to all Equipment types, includ-

ing cranes, boom trucks, aerial work platforms, telehandlers, forkliAs, and rigging equipment. See Section 24 for

limited exemptions for short-term rentals with a Leased Employee.

9.2 Lessee is responsible for all normal basic service including Dlters, lubricants, and protection against freez-

ing.

9.3 OSHA and applicable ANSI standards require pre-shiA, periodic, and annual inspections for all Equipment

types. Lessee shall conduct all required inspections, maintain written records, and be solely responsible for any

liability arising from failure to do so.

9.4 All repairs must be authorized in advance by Lessor in writing and must meet manufacturer speciDcations.

Lessor retains the right to direct all repairs occasioned by any accident, at Lessee's expense.

9.5 Lessor has the right to inspect Equipment at any time and may perform maintenance and repairs if Lessee

fails to do so, at Lessee's cost.

9.6 LTPM. Applicable to rentals of one month or longer. Lessor performs Long-Term Preventative Maintenance

on a 250-engine-hour or 3-month cycle. Lessee is charged for all LTPM service and resulting repairs, except ordi-

nary wear and tear or latent manufacturer's defects.

10.1 Lessee shall provide proper ingress and egress to the jobsite and is responsible for all damage to paving,

curbs, structures, and improvements caused by failure to provide proper access.

10.2 Lessee is solely responsible for ensuring a suitable operating area, including levelness, surface conditions,

support capability, proximity to power lines, excavations, underground utilities, and obstructions. For aerial

platforms, telehandlers, and forkliAs, Lessee shall conDrm joor/ground surfaces are rated to support the Equip-

ment's operating weight and dynamic forces.

10.3 Lessee shall perform all ground and soil testing necessary to conDrm load-bearing capacity before Equip-

ment placement and shall provide adequate shoring, cribbing, or engineering controls as required.

10.4 Lessor has immediate access rights to the jobsite at any time to retrieve or repair Equipment, including dur-

ing labor disputes.

All risk of loss or damage to Equipment — accidental or otherwise — is borne exclusively by Lessee. Lessee shall

immediately notify Lessor of any damage. All repair costs during the rental term are Lessee's responsibility, ex-

cluding latent manufacturing defects. The rental period continues until all repairs are completed, all charges

paid, and Equipment returned in required condition. Equipment replacement value on the Equipment Order

Form is deemed conclusive value for loss purposes.

Lessee shall immediately notify Lessor of any accident involving personal injury or property damage. Lessee

shall not move, disassemble, or remove damaged Equipment prior to Lessor's inspection without Lessor's prior

written consent (except where imminent safety hazard requires movement, with advance notice to Lessor).

Lessor has the exclusive right to direct all movement, disassembly, repair, and transportation of damaged

Equipment. All related costs are Lessee's sole responsibility.

Lessee shall obtain and maintain the following coverages in full force prior to Equipment delivery and through-

out the rental period:

All policies must be placed with A.M. Best A- or better rated carriers authorized in Utah; name Lessor as addi-

tional insured and loss payee; provide 30 days' cancellation notice (10 days non-payment). CertiDcates of insur-

ance (ACORD 25) must be provided before Equipment delivery. If Lessee fails to maintain required coverage,

Lessor may place force-placed insurance at Lessee's expense.

(A) TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, INCLUDING UTAH INSURANCE CODE TITLE 31A, LESSEE SHALL

DEFEND, INDEMNIFY, AND HOLD HARMLESS LESSOR AND ITS OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, SHAREHOLDERS, MEMBERS, MANAGERS,

EMPLOYEES, AFFILIATES, REPRESENTATIVES, AND AGENTS ("INDEMNITEES") FROM ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, SUITS, DEMANDS,

JUDGMENTS, LOSSES, COSTS, LIABILITIES, DAMAGES, FINES, PENALTIES, AND EXPENSES, INCLUDING ATTORNEYS' FEES,

ARISING FROM OR RELATING TO, DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY: (i) LESSEE'S ACCEPTANCE, POSSESSION, TRANSPORT, USE,

OPERATION, CONTROL, MAINTENANCE, AND/OR REPAIR OF THE EQUIPMENT; (ii) LESSEE'S FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH

APPLICABLE LAWS; (iii) EQUIPMENT CONDITION; (iv) LOSS OF USE OR SEIZURE OF EQUIPMENT; (v) ANY ACT OR OMISSION OF

ANY LEASED EMPLOYEE DURING THE RENTAL PERIOD; OR (vi) ANY ACT OR OMISSION OF LESSEE, ITS EMPLOYEES, AGENTS,

SUBCONTRACTORS, OR REPRESENTATIVES. LESSEE'S INDEMNIFICATION OBLIGATIONS SURVIVE TERMINATION OF THIS

AGREEMENT.

(B) TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, LESSEE SHALL ALSO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD HARMLESS THE INDEMNITEES

FROM ALL CLAIMS ARISING FROM BODILY INJURY, SICKNESS, DISEASE, OR DEATH OF ANY EMPLOYEE, AGENT, OR

REPRESENTATIVE OF LESSEE OR ITS SUBCONTRACTORS, OR ANY LEASED EMPLOYEE, REGARDLESS OF WHETHER CAUSED BY

ANY INDEMNITEE'S NEGLIGENCE. LESSEE EXPRESSLY WAIVES ANY WORKERS' COMPENSATION IMMUNITY UNDER UTAH CODE

ANN. TITLE 34A, CHAPTER 2.

15.1 — LESSOR WARRANTS THAT EQUIPMENT WILL BE DELIVERED IN GOOD OPERATING CONDITION. LESSOR'S SOLE

OBLIGATION UNDER THIS WARRANTY IS, AT ITS OPTION, TO REPAIR OR REPLACE THE EQUIPMENT WITHIN A COMMERCIALLY

REASONABLE TIME. THIS WARRANTY DOES NOT APPLY IF REPAIR IS REQUIRED DUE TO ACCIDENT, MISUSE, IMPROPER

HANDLING, OR UNUSUAL STRESS. LESSOR IS NOT THE MANUFACTURER OF THE EQUIPMENT AND EXPRESSLY DISCLAIMS ALL

OTHER WARRANTIES, INCLUDING MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE.

15.2 — LESSOR SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, SPECIAL, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES INCLUDING

LOST PROFITS, WORK STOPPAGES, OR LOSS OF USE. LESSOR'S TOTAL LIABILITY SHALL NOT EXCEED THE TOTAL RENTAL

AMOUNTS ACTUALLY PAID BY LESSEE DURING THE THIRTY (30) DAYS PRECEDING THE EVENT GIVING RISE TO THE CLAIM.

16.1 Events of Default include: failure to pay any amount when due (including failure to pay a weekly invoice

within 24 hours of issuance); failure to maintain required insurance; failure to properly operate or maintain

Equipment; breach of any Agreement covenant not cured within 5 days of notice; attempted assignment or en-

cumbrance of Equipment; insolvency or bankruptcy; or failure to maintain a valid payment method on Dle.

16.2 Upon default, Lessor may: terminate this Agreement; accelerate all unpaid rent; take possession of Equip-

ment with or without legal process, court order, or notice to Lessee; re-let Equipment; and/or remedy any de-

fault at Lessee's expense. Lessee shall pay all removal, repossession, repair, and enforcement costs including at-

torneys' fees.

This Agreement may not be assigned by Lessee, and Equipment may not be sublet or transferred to any other

person or entity without Lessor's prior written consent, which may be withheld in Lessor's sole discretion. Any

consent does not release Lessee from its obligations.

If Lessee fails to comply with any provision of this Agreement, including payment of taxes, insurance premi-

ums, or other charges, Lessor has the right (but not the obligation) to efect such compliance at Lessee's expense.

Exercise of this right does not constitute a waiver of Lessee's default.

Lessee assumes all responsibility and liability for the adequacy of design and strength of any liAing lug, device,

or rigging or liAing apparatus — including slings, shackles, hooks, chains, spreader bars, and below-the-hook

devices — even if supplied by Lessor, and shall indemnify and hold Lessor harmless from all claims arising

therefrom.

UNLESS PROHIBITED BY APPLICABLE LAW, LESSEE AND LESSOR EACH KNOWINGLY, UNCONDITIONALLY, AND IRREVOCABLY

WAIVE TRIAL BY JURY WITH RESPECT TO ANY ACTION, CLAIM, SUIT, OR PROCEEDING, WHETHER SOUNDING IN CONTRACT,

TORT, OR OTHERWISE, ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT OR THE PARTIES' CONDUCT.

This Agreement is governed by the laws of the State of Utah. Each Party irrevocably consents to the exclusive

jurisdiction and venue of the state courts of Utah or the United States District Court for the District of Utah for

resolution of all disputes arising out of or related to this Agreement.

All notices shall be in writing, addressed to Valley Crane LLC as follows, and are efective upon: certiDed mail (3

business days); overnight courier (next business day); personal delivery; or conDrmed email.

SECTION 01 Rental of Equipment; Bare Rental Basis

(a) Third-Party StaVng; Employment Relationship. All Leased Employees are sourced from independent

third-party stapng companies and are not employees of Lessor. Upon assignment to Lessee, the Leased

Employee is deemed a temporary leased employee of Lessee for all purposes. Lessor has no responsibility for

the Leased Employee's acts, omissions, or conduct once the Leased Employee has departed Lessor's place of

business.

—

(b) Lessee's Responsibility. Lessee accepts all legal, regulatory, and Dnancial responsibility for the Leased

Employee from the moment the Leased Employee departs Lessor's location, including jobsite safety, OSHA

compliance, supervision, and any injuries or property damage caused by the Leased Employee.

—

(c) QualiQcations. Lessor shall make commercially reasonable eforts to provide a Leased Employee holding

appropriate certiDcations (NCCCO, CDL, OSHA operator training, etc.) for the Equipment type, but makes no

warranty regarding Dtness, skill, or suitability for Lessee's speciDc jobsite requirements.

—

(d) Billing. Where a Leased Employee is requested, the Equipment rental rate and Leased Employee cost

shall be combined and invoiced as a single line item per the combined rate on the Equipment Order Form.

This applies to all equipment types.

—

(e) No Lessor Liability Post-Departure. Lessor's responsibility for the Leased Employee ceases entirely upon

departure from Lessor's place of business. Lessee shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Lessor from all

claims arising from the Leased Employee's acts, omissions, injuries, or conduct during the rental period.

—

(f) Workers' Compensation & Insurance — Sole Responsibility of Lessee. The Stapng Provider does not

provide workers' compensation coverage, general liability insurance, or any other insurance with respect to

any Leased Employee. These obligations are the sole and exclusive responsibility of Lessee. Lessee shall

obtain and maintain workers' compensation coverage per Utah Code Ann. Title 34A, Chapter 2, and

employer's liability insurance with limits of not less than $1,000,000, covering the Leased Employee for the

entire rental period. Evidence of coverage must be provided before the Leased Employee departs Lessor's

location.

SECTION 02 Term of Agreement and Individual Equipment Leases

SECTION 03 Rent and Payment

Full calendar months → billed at the monthly rate—

Remaining full weeks → billed at the weekly rate—

Remaining individual days → billed at the daily rate—

Example: 1 month + 3 weeks + 2 days = monthly rate × 1, plus weekly rate × 3, plus daily rate × 2.—

(a) Rentals of One Week or Less. All amounts are due and payable in full on the day the Equipment is

returned. Payment is applied to the payment method on Dle at time of return.

(b) Rentals Exceeding One Week. Invoices are issued weekly, at the end of each rental week, and are

automatically charged to Lessee's payment method on Dle. Lessee must maintain a valid payment method on

Dle at all times. Failure to pay any weekly invoice within twenty-four (24) hours of issuance constitutes an

Event of Default unless prior written payment arrangements have been approved by Lessor. A Dnal invoice

for any remaining balance is issued on the return date and is due immediately.

(c) Interest. Any amounts unpaid when due bear interest at 2% per month or the maximum rate permitted by

Utah Code Ann. § 15-1-1, whichever is higher.

(d) Payment Authorization. Lessee authorizes Lessor to charge the payment method on Dle for all amounts

due. Lessee must notify Lessor in writing at least 48 hours in advance of any change to the payment method.
