Mientras estaba delante de mi en la fila, en la parte tra-
sera de su camiseta se leia: “El dolor es la debilidad que
abandona el cuerpo.” Aunque no lo decia, daba a entend-
er que el dolor de la separacién seria sustituido por una
nueva fuerza. Sin embargo, cuanto mis lo pensaba, mas
me preguntaba si eso era siempre asi. Algunos dolores sim-
plemente te dejan vacio, como el dolor que acompana a la

muerte de un hijo. Ese vacio nunca desaparece, nunca se

sustituye. Lo mismo ocurre con el dolor de vivir con una
enfermedad mental, ya que parece aislar a uno de muchas
de las alegrias y satisfacciones de la vida. O, con el tiempo,
el proceso de envejecimiento que todos experimentamos,
que se va apoderando de nosotros y nos roba los tesoros
de la vida, uno a uno. El dolor no siempre es debilidad que
abandona el cuerpo. A veces, es el dolor de un espiritu aje-
no que se instala para quedarse.

Si es cierta la afirmacion de San Pablo de que Jests vino
y «se despojo de si mismo... haciéndose semejante a los
hombres... hasta la muerte en una cruz», entonces esos mo-
mentos que parecen vaciarnos de todo lo que apreciamos
son los momentos en los que poco a poco vamos adqui-
riendo la imagen de Jests en nuestras propias vidas. Es en
esos momentos cuando somos maés impotentes, pero tam-
bién cuando el espiritu de Dios brilla a través de nuestras
vidas rotas y heridas, aunque solo sea porque nos volvemos
totalmente dependientes de Dios. Se dice que Santa Teresa
de Calcuta coment6 una vez que ni siquiera Dios puede
llenar lo que ya esta lleno. ®

Un amigo protestante me dice que Jesis
murié para pagar por nuestros pecados. A
mi no me parece correcto. ;Qué ensena la
Iglesia sobre el significado de la muerte de
Jesis en la cruz?

Jesis entendio que su mision era sacrificar su
propia vida "en rescate por muchos" (Mateo
20:28). Su fidelidad a esa mision le costd inclu-
so la muerte. Sin embargo, decir que la muerte
de Jesus fue el pago por nuestros pecados no
significa que un Dios vengativo fuera apacigua-
do por el asesinato de su propio hijo inocente.
Mas bien, somos redimidos gracias al amor mu-
tuo entre el Padre y el Hijo, asi como al amor que
Cristo nos tuvo a todos cuando ofrecié su vida.
"Es el amor «hasta el extremon» (cf. Juan 13:1) el
que confiere al sacrificio de Cristo su valor reden-
tor y reparador, expiatorio y satisfactorio: (Cate-
cismo de la Iglesia Catdlica, 616). En este senti-
do, la mue rte de Jesus fue un pago, no exigido,
sino un sacrificio unico “que completa y supera
todos los demas sacrificios», cuando «el Padre
entrego a su Hijo a los pecadores para reconcil-
iarnos consigo mismo”, y el Hijo de Dios ofrecid
libre y amorosamente su vida humana a su Padre
“en reparacion de nuestra desobediencia” (CIC,
614). Cristo "llevd nuestros pecados en su cuerpo
sobre la cruz... Por sus heridas habéis sido sana-
dos” (1 Pedro 2:24). A la luz de la resurreccion, la
muerte de Cristo tiene sentido en el triunfo de la
vida eterna sobre el pecado. @
