It was moved by Barse and seconded by Villar that the reading of the minutes of the regular meeting held on December 7, 2020 be dispensed with and the same be approved in the form submitted to all members by mail. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
The Chairman asked if there were any general public comments or comments on the proposed Resolutions. There were none.

Resolutions:

It was moved by Barse and seconded by Villar that Resolution No. 2020 – 123, “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Revolving Payroll Account…. $76,789.74”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Barse and seconded by Villar that Resolution No. 2020 -124, “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Bills…. $400,425.33”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
It was moved by Barse and seconded by Villar that Resolution No. 2020 - 125, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority listing payments from the 2016 Bond Issue Construction Fund adopted July 5, 2016…” be adopted.  Roll call:   Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”. 
It was moved by Villar and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 126, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority adopting Budget Resolution for 2021 for the fiscal year period January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021…” be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson & Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Villar and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 127, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority summarizing allocation activity through the close of Allocation Round 190…” be adopted.  Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

Reports:

Executive Director

Dennis Palmer reported that in your packet was an email from Look First, our IT people letting us know that they do not use Solar Winds so it’s good to know that we’re not on the list of people getting hacked or having troubles. We get phishing emails every day for various things so don’t click the link and get them off of your computer, don’t open or look at them. 

We did our quarterly report to the DEP on air pollution, the annual stormwater inspection and that has gone to DEP as well.

I was on a conference call that NJBIA put together. DEP’s plans for the future regarding air pollution and cutting CO2, they want to get rid of No. 4 and No. 6 oil which is for big boilers and they want to get rid of small boilers. I’m not sure what the alternative is. When I think of boilers, I think of food processors because they need hot water and steam to cook and to sterilize. I don’t think they realize this.

Out big issues right now are personnel and keeping everything running. 
Field Engineer:      
Anthony stated it was his first day back so he had no report. Dennis stated that a lot of things are wrapping up and we’d like to get the Landis Avenue bill into this year’s budget. Anthony stated that he talked to TJ and it takes them one month to pay it and they can’t bill us until they pay it.

Joe Reuben asked if the job on Brookfield that Perna did was stormwater line. Anthony stated that the sewer main collapsed and Perna repaired it. A few days later the main collapsed again and Garrison came out to fix it. The line collapsed two more times during the job. Garrison and North American Pipe Line stayed on the job 24 plus hours and North American Pipe was able to line the pipe and re-instate the laterals. If we didn’t stay out and get it lined that night, the line would have kept collapsing. The top of the asbestos pipe was deteriorated from hydrogen sulfide gas.
Dennis stated that the good thing is the street is lined, it has structural strength back and chemical resistance. The point is that if we didn’t get on it now and waited until a problem shoed up, the whole street would have been like that from one end to the other. Asbestos cement pipe was half eaten away and asbestos cement pipe is a mess.

Committee Reports:

Engineering/Plant:
Dennis stated that he and Steve were on a call with South Jersey Gas. That project is still moving forward. We’re talking about changing the Letter of Intent to a regular lease. The conversation was last week. We want to get the lease done so when it goes to Planning or Zoning Board so that they have the lease locked up for the land that is designated for the project.
Budget/Finance:   
Tom Merighi reported that income is $54,776 or .54% over budget and expenses are $52,021 or .55% over budget. Accounts receivables increased $1,231.979.

Dennis stated that people still drive out here to pay their bills. Someone pulled up today to pay cash and I explained to them there are envelopes and you can put it in the lock box and we’ll mail you a receipt.

Human Resources:   
Dennis reported that we are going through a cascade of position changes. We have a shift manager who is retiring. We did a series of postings so one of our union members who has the license is moving to that position as management. One of the other   employees likes his position so he’s moving to that slot so it opens up the last position and that posting is up. I will be writing a memo to the personnel committee on another matter.
Public Relations:   
Dennis stated that we put our last award on Facebook.

Insurance Committee:    
Carol Ricci stated that there is no insurance report but we are actively working with Inspira to secure the vaccine for all of those who choose to get it. It’s a personal choice, it’s not mandatory. There is a lot of mis information and there is a lot of good information. We’re asking people to read up on it and if you are allergic to anything in the vaccine, don’t get it. It’s not made with eggs, its an RNA vaccine which means it’s synthetic. Just because it was made fast doesn’t mean it’s not good. It is a personal choice. If you’re high risk, you need to think about it. We are offering it to all employees at the authority since we are second in line after the frontline folks. We are considered essential workers. We’re not sure when it will be, hopefully soon. I will notify everyone as soon as I have a date.
