Reading Ezekiel 36:22-28

22Therefore say to the house of Israel, Thus says the Lord GOD: It is not for your sake, O house
of Israel, that 1 am about to act, but for the sake of my holy name, which you have profaned
among the nations to which you came. 231 will sanctify my great name, which has been profaned
among the nations, and which you have profaned among them; and the nations shall know that |
am the LORD, says the Lord GOD, when through you | display my holiness before their eyes.
241 will take you from the nations, and gather you from all the countries, and bring you into your
own land. 251 will sprinkle clean water upon you, and you shall be clean from all your
uncleannesses, and from all your idols I will cleanse you. 26A new heart | will give you, and a
new spirit | will put within you; and | will remove from your body the heart of stone and give
you a heart of flesh. 271 will put my spirit within you, and make you follow my statutes and be
careful to observe my ordinances. 28Then you shall live in the land that | gave to your ancestors;
and you shall be my people, and I will be your God.

Gospel Reading Mark 7:1-8, 14-15, 21-23

1Now when the Pharisees and some of the scribes who had come from Jerusalem gathered
around him, 2they noticed that some of his disciples were eating with defiled hands, that is,
without washing them. 3(For the Pharisees, and all the Jews, do not eat unless they thoroughly
wash their hands, thus observing the tradition of the elders; 4and they do not eat anything from
the market unless they wash it and there are also many other traditions that they observe, the
washing of cups, pots, and bronze kettles.) 5So the Pharisees and the scribes asked him, "Why do
your disciples not live according to the tradition of the elders, but eat with defiled hands?" 6He
said to them, "Isaiah prophesied rightly about you hypocrites, as it is written,

"This people honors me with their lips,

but their hearts are far from me;

7in vain do they worship me,

teaching human precepts as doctrines.’



8You abandon the commandment of God and hold to human tradition."

14Then he called the crowd again and said to them, "Listen to me, all of you, and understand:
15there is nothing outside a person that by going in can defile, but the things that come out are
what defile."”

21For it is from within, from the human heart, that evil intentions come: fornication, theft,
murder, 22adultery, avarice, wickedness, deceit, licentiousness, envy, slander, pride, folly. 23All
these evil things come from within, and they defile a person.”
