The Havelock Chili Festival will be held Friday and Saturday, October 18th and 19th 2019.  There will be a concert and Chicken Wing contest on Friday night, followed by the Chili Competition during the day on Saturday.  All proceeds go to support Havelock charities.  There will be no entry fee for the wing competition.  Chicken wings will be provided to contestants by the Chili Festival on Friday night.  Chili contestants must prepare a minimum of (5) gallons of chili for each entry for the Saturday event.  Judging will be blind judging for both wings and red chili.  Additionally, a People’s Choice award for both wings and red chili will be determined by public ballot.  Cooks must provide their own cooking and serving utensils, tables, cleaning stations, a fire extinguisher, and any condiments you wish for your Wings and Chili.  Bowls, spoons, napkins, and other paper products will be provided by the Chili Festival.  Awards for both Wings and Chili will be presented on Saturday at 4:30 pm.

_______ No electricity is provided. Please make arrangements for lighting if participating on Friday night. The festival will have lights for the safety of the attendees but not available for use by participants.

_______ Once the assignment of the booths is made, no changes will be made. If you have any special requests, please submit with application. The Chili Festival Committee does not guarantee the ability to meet every request.

_______ Participant agrees to clean area of festival grounds at conclusion of Chili Festival, this includes but is not limited to: zip ties, by products of food preparation, etc.

_______ Participants must make arrangements to transport any used cooking oil away from festival grounds. If participant is observed disposing of cooking oil on the festival grounds a fine of $1,000 will be implemented.

_______ Any gray water must be disposed in the gray water barrels provided. If a participant is observed disposing of gray water in the restrooms or the ground, they will be asked to leave and no refund of fees will be given. A fine of $500 will be implemented, the participant application will not be accepted in future Havelock Chili Festivals. 

_______ No direct water source is provided. However, a water spout is available on site.

_______ Set up can begin after 9:00 am on Friday. Set up can begin on Saturday at 7:00 am. Only ONE vehicle will be allowed on field per participant

_______ Acknowledge Craven County Health Department regulations and requirements are read and understood, available at www.chilifestival.org and http://www.cravencountync.gov/departments/hth/env/fli/forms/2012/2012_TFE_Vendor_Application.pdf 

_______ All cooking gear will be provided by the competitor, including tables, chairs, and decorations, and tents. 

_______All competitors will participate in people’s choice chili competition.

_______All competitors MUST HAVE a 5 lb dry chemical fire extinguisher on site in their booth. This is a requirement of the City of Havelock Fire Marshall and will be strictly enforced. 

_______  All booths will be staffed and decorated during festival operating hours.

_______ The Festival information form returned with all applicable fees on or before October 1. 

_______  If participant does not comply with these guidelines, the participant will be asked to leave and no refund of fees will be given. This provision is for the safety of the other vendors, early festival attendees and participants as well as the Chili Festival Committee. Non-Compliance is very serious and will not be tolerated.  The Chili Festival Committee may invoice participant for cleaning services
