Our Council includes three persons working
in the healthcare sector that have valuable expertise, insight and information. We are blessed
that the remaining Council Members are exceptionally skilled thinkers with excellent judgment.
We of course are guided by the shared commitment to our faith and the strong desire to gather with
you to Worship and share in Fellowship. And, we are again reminded of Paul’s admonition:

So then, whenever we have an opportunity, let us work for the good of all, and especially for those
of the family of faith. ~ Galatians 6:10

Given the significant current trend of increasing Covid-19 infections, hospitalizations and
deaths in Douglas County, notwithstanding our legal entitlement to gather, Council decided
that, for the good of our family of faith, it would not be prudent to do so at this time.

We are extremely encouraged by, and thankful for, the number of persons that are worshipping
online and trust that will continue.
