of our Positive Relationships policy.  

Positive Relationships Charter

• I will show respect and manners. 

• I will respect everyone’s right to be safe.     

• I will have a ‘can do’ attitude.

• I will aim high and always try my best.

• I will make good choices and reflect on my actions. 

• I will have kind hands, feet and words.

• I will be honest.
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In P3, we had a discussion about important rights and decided that 

in our class, we have the right to;

1. Learn in school

2. Be listened to

3. Be respected

    4. Play and be included

5. Be safe.

We will use the seven "I will" statements from the previous slide to 

help make sure our rights are valued.
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Each morning, the children can come upstairs to class from 
9.45am. They will hang up bags and jackets in the cloakroom 
then come into class to settle for the day ahead. At  the end 
of the day, they will leave from the Dining hall door.
The class will attend a P1-3 assembly on a Friday afternoon 
from 1.25-2pm. Gym days are on a Monday (until the October 
week) and a Wednesday.
After this, Gym will be on Tuesday mornings and Wednesday 
afternoons. Please make sure the children have soft indoor 
shoes.
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This session in Numeracy, we will be working on Place Value, 
addition, subtraction and some Measure work.
In Literacy, we will be reading the class novel, "The Invisible Boy" 

by Sally Gardner and will be learning skills such as prediction, 
sequencing events and making inferences through this text.
We will be re-inforcing and learning new phonemes ( ue, aw, oi, au, 
ew, ow, ou, igh, y, and magic letter "e", tch, ea and wr )

P3 will be focussing on personal, imaginative and report writing.
We will be learning all about Harvest and will be leading an 
Assembly for the school in October. Later in the year, we will be 
learning all about "The Egyptians" and will host a "Display of 
Knowledge" for parents and carers. 
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Every month, we will send home a grid of suggested 
activities through Parents’ Portal that you can cover 
to reinforce learning at home.  Hard copies can be 
obtained through the office.  We understand that 
home life and afterschool clubs can keep children very 
busy and appreciate the value of these experiences.  
If you are able to, we would ask that you prioritise 
reading, phonics (in the infant stages), literacy and 
numeracy home learning and complete as little or as 
much as your family life allows.  

Home learning is not compulsory and there will be no 
consequence if this is not completed (but please read, 
read, read!! ☺). 
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We firmly believe that we get the best out of our 
children and help them reach their full potential if we 
work together as a team with our families. Please do
