ITEM 2
MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD TUESDAY 2nd July 2024
The minutes were disputed by a member of the public as to accuracy.  A topic had been omitted and the Councillors discussed, all agreed with the point raised.  The July minutes would be amended by the Clerk and ratified at the September meeting along with the August minutes.

ITEM 3
MATTERS ARISING 
The Clerk had received an email from a member of the public who wished to place a memorial bench on the footpath at the back of the old shop.  The Councillors had no objection to this and would assist with organising if needed.
There was a recent theft from a farm in the village which took place at 3am.  Cllr Hopkins questioned why Woollas Security did not pick anything up.  Cllr Bayes would speak to Christian Woollas.
Further complaints were raised by members of the public regarding the shooting ground.  There were reports of people having shot fall on them on the public footpath due to the shooters shooting the wrong way, directly over the path.  There were also further complaints regarding cars driving on the bridleway on Moor Lane.  It was agreed that this dangerous activity around the shooting ground should be reported to the police.
A member of the public raised concerns about fly tipping, this should be reported online.
