· Potholes.  Cllr Bowskill has today reported numerous potholes individually on the portal.  Residents are encouraged to keep reporting also.

· South Thorne Byway.  Clerk continues to chase.

· Lorry Park, Wroot Road.  As discussed at the start of the meeting, the Clerk continues to chase with all relative parties and will continue to do so robustly.  Further letters will be sent to Finningley Parish Council, Ward Councillors for Finningley, CoDC and Lee Pitcher MP.
· New Playground Update.  The Clerk has attempted to contact Julie Reed but has not been able to discuss alternative funding options as yet.  The Clerk will continue to follow up with the grants team.

· Playing Field Committee.  Paperwork to assist in opening the dormant account has been completed and handed to the new committee.
