HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS
· Woodside Lane resurfacing.  Due to take place October/November.

· Potholes.  It was noted that some have recently been filled.

· South Thorne Byway.  NLC have contacted the Environment Agency, and they are to schedule the repairs.  The Clerk was informed they have a team lined up to do the work.  Information on this has also been sent to Lee Pitcher MP.

· Lorry Park, Wroot Road.  The Clerk has been back in contact with CoDC who are going to schedule another visit as activity is still taking place.

· Trees causing obstruction.  Mick Johnson has said he will come out to take a look.  The Clerk has chased him twice and will continue to do so.

· New Playground Update.  The Clerk has submitted all the information originally requested but continues to address further requests for additional requirements/amendments from the Grants Team.

· Community Bus Service.  The Clerk spoke to the insurers; specific vehicle details are required before they can quote.  The Clerk will follow up again with a view to getting an approximate cost.

· Overgrown hedges Woodside Lane, Field Lane, School Hill the Clerk has submitted an online form to report this.  This has been acknowledged by NLC.  We await a response.  

· Playing Field Committee.  Carolyn continues to work on this.

1. A letter from Lee Pitcher MP has been received in support of the playground project.  The Clerk has forwarded this to the grants team.
2. Email from a resident regarding the flagpole at Waterbank Gardens asking if the Union Flag or the flag of St George could be flown.  It was discussed that the village flies the Union Flag all year round at the War Memorial. The flag at Waterbank Gardens is more relaxed and flags are regularly changed to suit the seasons, Xmas, Easter, Halloween etc.  The Clerk sought advice from NLC who’s opinion was that if the George Cross of Union Flag has not previously been flown in an area, then they advised that this should not change.  The flag flying situation is a contentious issue now so all would remain the same.  The Clerk would inform the resident accordingly.
