ITEM 6 -
HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS


Cllr. White reported that no action had been taken to improve the condition of the C202; however, Ward Cllr. Rose had indicated that works were scheduled to start. Also no action had been taken to repair the potholes to all entrances to the village. It was agreed that NLC be contacted seeking a proposed start date for the works to the C202 and when the potholes were likely to be attended to.


The Chairman reported that the Dog Wardens were now attending the village twice a week in an attempt to reduce the deposits of dog waste. The missing dog waste bin on the public footpath across the field from the school to Woodside Lane has still not been replaced.
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HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS (Cont’d)


Cllr. White reported that no action had been taken to trim the overhanging trees on Woodside Lane and repairs to the public footpaths. It was agreed that the two issues be reported to NLC again.


The Chairman reported that many complaints were still being received regarding the very poor bus service to the village. Ward Cllr. Rose had reported that NLC were in the process of ordering 6 new buses; however, the service would not be improved until a scheduled service was implemented twice a week.


The Chairman reported that the new dog signs had been purchased and suggested they be fitted at the following locations:

· Bottom of Sand Lane

· Alderfen Fisheries Gate

· Candy Corner

· New Woodland Area Fence

· Public Footpath Fence

ITEM 7 -
ALLOTMENTS

The Clerk advise that with the easing of lockdown it was now possible to reschedule the meeting with Mr & Mrs Nightingales Solicitor to resolve the boundary issues to the allotments. It was agreed that the Chairman, Cllr. Baker   and the Clerk would represent the Parish Council.

Cllr. White handed over the £20 allotment rent from Mr. A. Brown.
