ITEM 1 -
APOLOGIES for absence were received and accepted from Cllr. A. White and Ward Councillor D. Rose.



The Chairman suspended Standing Orders to allow members of the public to speak.


Mr. Dennis raised concerns regarding the very poor condition of the highways and footpaths throughout the village and requested that the Parish Council contact NLC to arrange a village meeting with Officers to discuss the highway issues.


The Chairman reinstated Standing Orders.

ITEM 3 -
MATTERS ARISING


The Clerk reported that Cllr. White had expressed concern about the cost of the trees provided by Gillies Landscapes for the grass verge opposite the Church and was not aware that the Parish Council had approved the purchase.


The Clerk referred to the minutes of the February meeting when members of the public had raised the issue of tree planting on the grass verge opposite the Church, the Parish Council had been supportive; however, the Clerk advised that NLC Highways should be contacted for its approval before going ahead with the scheme.

HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS


Cllr. Aconley reported that the current Isle bus service was due to finish in April 2022 and that it was possible that the replacement service may not run through to Doncaster.


It was agreed that the request made by the member of public that the Parish Council contact NLC Highways to invite representatives to a village meeting to discuss the condition of the highways and footpaths be proceeded with.


Cllr. Gee reported that all the gutters and gullies in the village required cleansing, and that a traffic weight limit was to be introduced on to the Tunnel Pits highway. 

ITEM 7 -
ALLOTMENTS


The Chairman handed over £30 being the rent from Mr. Dodsley.


The Clerk reported that no further response had been received from Land Registry regarding the mediation meeting.

ITEM 8 -
SECURITY CAMERAS


Cllr. Gee reported that the security company had reported unwanted visitors

to the village to the police.

ITEM 9 -
COUNCILLORS REPORTS


Cllr. Aconley enquired if any decision had been made on the presentation of awards to the school children of the village in recognition of the Queen’s Jubilee. Apparently there are approximately 50 children in the village and it was suggested that medallions be purchased for all. Cllr. Compton proposed that 50 medallions be purchased, seconded by Cllr. Gee and all were in agreement.


Cllr. Compton reported that 4 Ukrainian families were expected to move in to the village shortly and that he was arranging a village collection. The Clerk agreed to contact ERNLLCA to establish if the Parish Council could use S137 funding to make a donation to the Ukrainian cause. 


Cllr. Compton expressed concern about the recent road closures on Cove Road and Poles Bank without prior notice. It was agreed that the concern be passed on to NLC.
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ITEM 10 -
PARISH CLERK VACANCY


The Clerk reported that he would be terminating his employment at the end of the month and that to date only one person had expressed an interest in taking over the appointment; that person was Alison McCardle who resides in the village.


Cllr. Compton proposed that Alison McCardle be offered the post, seconded by Cllr. Gee and all were in agreement.
