ITEM 3 -	MATTERS ARISING
	Cllr. White raised the issue of the possible parliamentary boundary review, which could result in Wroot forming part of Doncaster. Concern raised that the majority of residents in the village would prefer to remain in North Lincolnshire for election purposes. It was agreed that North Lincolnshire Council and Andrew Percy MP be contacted for further details.

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ITEM 5 -	PLANNING MATTERS
· PA/2021/896 – Planning permission to erect a two-storey extension to the front and side, a single-storey extension to the rear and a single-storey extension to the side of the dwelling at Brookside High Street Wroot – Full Planning Permission Granted - Noted  
· PA/2021/1023 – Planning permission to erect a single storey rear extension at Brook Lodge High Street Wroot – Full Planning Permission Granted – Noted.
· PA/2021/1301 – Planning permission to erect a single-storey extension to the existing double garage to form a garden/games room at Woburn House Pine Tree Close Wroot – No observations.

Concern was raised regarding the proposed development at The Apples Woodside Lane Wroot may have effect on the trees currently on site.
The Clerk advised that the new sheds built in the rear garden of a property on Woodside Lane Wroot had been investigated by NLC Planning enforcement and found to be in accordance with planning legislation and that no further action would be taken.

ITEM 6 -	HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS
	Cllr. Gee reported that following his complaint to NLC the verges and hedges on Woodside Lane had been trimmed; however, the dumped rubbish on Poles Bank had still not been removed.
	Cllr. White reported the dangerous junction at the bridge over the M180 at Sandtoft as a result of the verges and hedges not being trimmed; also the road sweeper had still not been seen in the village.
Cllr. White reported that a section of the public footpath running behind High Street Wroot was overgrown with Nettles and Brambles and that NLC had advised that it was the responsibility of the Parish Council. It was agreed that the Clerk contact Neal Smith.

ITEM 7 -	ALLOTMENTS
	The Clerk referred to an email from the solicitor representing Mr. & Mrs. Nightingale indicating that the Parish Council were not in a position to negotiate the sale of the section of allotment land under consideration, and that the next best stage would be to contact Land Registry to seek mediation.

ITEM 8 -	NEW WOODLAND AREA
	The Chairman reported that the table and seats would be installed this week with a permanent path from the road to the seats, the seats set in concrete for security. Also N. Smith to be contacted to trim the bottom end.

ITEM 9 -	PLAYING FIELD FENCE & GATE
	The Chairman reported that following a meeting with representatives of the Village Hall it had been agreed that the Parish Council would replace the defective fencing and gate to the field, and that the Village Hall Committee would repair the gate to the driveway.

ITEM 10 -	SECURITY CAMERAS
	The Chairman reported that following a meeting with representatives of the Village Hall it had been agreed that consideration be given to the supply of a 5/6 metre galvanised poles to mount the cameras at a cost of £150 – £200 and that an electrician be employed to connect the wiring from the post to the rear of the Village Hall. It was also considered that if a landline was required, the Parish Council would install it but look to the Village Hall for a contribution. Further discussion to take place with the security camera installer.

	Cllr. White reported that a questionnaire had been received from Councillors representing NLC regarding the formation of a Community Hub; not thought to be appropriate as there already was a Community Hub in Crowle.
