MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD TUESDAY 1 FEBRUARY 2022

DECLARATIONS OF DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY AND PERSONAL INTERESTS



There were no declarations.

ITEM 1 -
APOLOGIES for absence were received and accepted from Cllr. J. Aconley.

The Chairman suspended Standing Orders to allow members of the public to speak.

The majority of the members of the public were interested in what the Parish Council proposed to do to celebrate the Queen’s Jubilee. Various activities were put forward, an art show in the Village Hall, a beacon, site to be determined and tree planting. It was decided that a Community Meeting be held in the Village Hall on Tuesday 15 February, and that a leaflet would be distributed to all households in the village inviting residents to attend. It was agreed that Graham Lister would produce the leaflet for distribution.

A request was made for permission to plant 2 trees on the grass verge next to the village seat opposite the Church. The Clerk advised that the decision would be in the hands of NLC and that he would make enquiries on behalf of the residents.

It was also suggested that the Parish Council initiate further village summer planting and in view of the Queen’s Jubilee the colours should be mainly red, white and blue.

Mr. Hillsdon enquired if any progress had been made with Land Registry regarding the Parish Council’s application for registration of the allotments at the junction of High Street and Sand Lane. The Clerk responded that he was still awaiting a date from them for a mediation meeting.

The Chairman thanked the members of the public for their contribution and reinstated Standing Orders.   
ITEM 2 -
MINUTES of the previous meeting held Tuesday 4 January were proposed as a true record by Cllr. White, seconded by Cllr. Compton and all were in agreement. The Chairman signed the minutes.

ITEM 3 -
MATTERS ARISING


Cllr. Gee reported that the white lines on the junction of the C202 and A18 had now been renewed. 


Concern was raised that the additional play equipment for the Parish Playing Field had still not been ordered. It was agreed that the Chairman would contact Neal Smith for details to pass to the Clerk for ordering.


As no further response had been received from NLC Environmental Health regarding the activities of the Shooting Club it was requested that a further request be sent.

Ward Cllr. Rose confirmed that NLC had plans in place for improvements to C202 subject to the funding being available.

Cllr. Gee reported 2 very large potholes on Field Lane just past the Church. 

Cllr. White reported that the public footpaths throughout the village, with particular concern on Woodside Lane, still required urgent attention and that the road sweeper and gully emptier were still required.

Concern was again raised regarding the overhanging trees on Woodside Lane and the Clerk agreed to contact the owner again.

It was reported that all works had now been completed and the invoice was paid on the night.

The Chairman reported that a further meeting was to be arranged between the Village Hall Committee and the Parish Council to consider future payment arrangements for the Wi-Fi service.

Cllr. White reported that Wendy Harrison had requested replacement dog waste bag containers, as the ones she had provided were past their sell buy date. Also could the Parish Council provide additional dog waste bags?


It was reported that a member of the community was seen regularly walking his dog on the playing field despite the signs warning against it.
