ITEM 6 -
HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS


Cllr. Gee reported that residents were complaining that the road sweeper had not been seen in the village for a considerable time. Also, the grass verges outside of the village were in need of urgent attention, particularly at the junction of Wroot Road with Westwoodside Road.


It was also reported that action was still required on the C202 and that Poles Bank was collapsing. 


Complaints had been received regarding the parking of a white van on the public footpath outside the War Memorial and that pedestrians had to walk on the highway to get past it.

ITEM 7 -
ALLOTMENTS


Following the special meeting held 23 June 2021 to discuss the allotments at the junction of High Street and Sand Lane, the Clerk read out a response sent to the solicitors representing the Nightingale family; to-date no further response had been received from the solicitors.


Cllr. White handed over £10 allotment rent from Mr. J. Catling.

ITEM 8 -
NEW WOODLAND AREA

The Chairman reported that the benches and litter bin had now arrived and suggested that a local contractor be contacted with a view to collecting them and installing them with a concrete surround at a cost of £600. Cllr. Aconley proposed that the quotation of £600 be accepted, seconded by Cllr. Gee and all were in agreement.


Cllr. Aconley proposed that a sign be affixed to the entrance gate with the wording suggested by a student at the local school ‘Water Bank Wildlife Area’.

ITEM 10 -
SECURITY CAMERAS


The camera company owner described the project on offer and the monthly costs involved to install 3 cameras at the Village Hall pointing along all three roads at the junction, High Street, Field Road and Firth Lane. The cost would be £100 per month with a minimum contract of 2 years. 

Cllr. Baker proposed acceptance of the 2 year contract at a cost of £100 per month, seconded by Cllr. Gee and all were in agreement.

That the Parish Council accepts the 2 year contract to install 3 security cameras at the Village Hall at a cost of £100 per month.

Cllr. G. Reported that the next NAT’s meeting was scheduled for Tuesday 13 July 2021.


Cllr. White enquired if the proposed Christmas Calender was still to be progressed; the Chairman indicated that hopefully it would still be done.


Concern was raised regarding the large number of sheds that had suddenly been erected at a property on Woodside Lane. It was agreed that  North Lincs Council Planning to be contacted for advice.
