ITEM 1 - 
APOLOGIES none as all Members were present.

ITEM 2 -

Cllr. Hopkins reported that complaints were still being received from residents regarding the shooting club, and asked the Clerk to pursue the planning status.


The Chairman reported that the local bus service was getting worse, and the Clerk reported that he had written to Andrew Percy MP, the Transport Minister at Westminster and Peter Levy Look North about the problem but had received no response from any of them. It was agreed that the Clerk would contact Ward Cllr. Rose asking him to arrange a meeting with the Parish Council Members and Julie Briggs from NLC to discuss the ongoing problems.

ITEM 6 -
HIGHWAYS/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS


Cllr. Gee reported that the potholes on the C202 and Woodside Lane had still not been repaired.

Cllr. Hopkins reported that the grass verges needed attention.

Cllr. White reported that the public footpaths to Woodside Lane were still in need of attention.

ITEM 7 -
ALLOTMENTS


The Chairman reported that the allotment occupied by Teresa Garden was now vacant following disputes between tenants. It was agreed that the allotments be re-marked out to make sure that they were all equal; also tenants erecting gates must ensure that they open inwards on to their plot.


The Clerk referred to the correspondence received from the solicitor representing Mr & Mrs Nightingale; which enclosed an old photograph of the boundary wall and two letters purporting to have come from members of the White family claiming maintenance of the land adjacent to the boundary wall.

The Members of the Parish Council did not accept the authenticity of the letters and requested that the Clerk inform the solicitor accordingly.

ITEM 8 -
NEW WOODLAND AREA


The Chairman reported that the seat and bench had been ordered and on receipt of the invoice he would pass it to the Clerk in order that the remaining grant can be claimed.
ITEM 9 -
PLAYING FIELD FENCE & GATE


It was reported that the fence and gate at the entrance to the Playing Field was in need of replacement; also the gate across the driveway to the Village Hall was in need of attention. 


Cllr. White proposed that the Parish Council pay for the replacement of the field fence and gate, and that the Village Hall take responsibility for the driveway gate. Cllr. Gee seconded the proposal and all were in agreement.

Resolved:
That the Parish Council fund the replacement fence and gate.

ITEM 10 -
SECURITY CAMERAS


The Chairman reported that he had received a quotation from a company to provide 3 security cameras at the junction of High Street, Field Lane and Field Road at a cost of £100 per month. The cost was considered to be a little on the high side and it was agreed that the company be invited to the next meeting to discuss a way forward.
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ITEM 11 -
COUNCILLORS REPORTS


Cllr. White reported that there was an article in the CPRE publication on the new Woodland Area in Wroot.


The Chairman reported that he had received a quotation of £600 for works to the railings and gate to the Village War Memorial. Cllr. Compton proposed acceptance of the quotation of £600, seconded by Cllr. Gee and all were in agreement.


Cllr. Compton reported that his LIVES training had now been approved.
