ITEM 7 -
HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS

Cllr. Gee reported a large pothole on Cove Road approximately 200 yards from its junction with the C202.

Cllr. Aconley reported a large amount of dumped rubbish at the bottom of Common Lane
.

Cllr. White reported that the public footpaths throughout the village particularly Woodside Lane were in need of maintenance. Also there was an increasing problem of dog fouling on the riverbanks; dog owners were visiting the site by vehicle with several dogs on board and taking them for walks.

Cllr. Aconley reported that the dog waste bin on the public footpath across the field from the school to Woodside Lane had still not been replaced despite several requests.

Cllr. Gee suggested that NLC be asked to provide a footpath from the current end on Woodside Lane to the new Woodland Area as it was considered unsafe for children to be walking down the road to the site.
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HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS (Cont’d)
Cllr. Gee suggested that Openreach be contacted about the possibility of attaching security cameras on the telegraph pole outside the village hall; which would offer good visibility down High Street, Field Lane and Firth Lane.

ITEM 8 -
ALLOTMENTS


The Clerk reported that the solicitor representing Mr. & Mrs. Nightingale had apologised for his delay in responding about a date for the site meeting, and suggested Tuesday 11 May at 10.00 am. It was agreed that the Chairman, Cllr. Baker and the Clerk would represent the Parish Council.


Annual rents we handed to the clerk from Mr. Toyne £10 and Mr. Dodsworth £20.

ITEM 9 - 
NEW WOODLAND AREA – ADDITIONAL FUNDING


The Clerk reported that the Chairman had sought out a seat for the new Woodland Area at a cost of £478.80 inclusive of VAT. Cllr. Aconley suggested that in addition to the seat a bench table and chairs should also be considered. It was agreed that the seat at a cost of £478.80 be ordered and that estimates be sought for the bench table and chairs.

ITEM 10 -
COUNCILLORS REPORTS


It was reported that the fence and gate between the Village Hall car park and the playing field were in poor condition and required replacing. It was agreed that the Village Hall Committee be contacted with a view to a joint sharing of the cost. Also the gate across the drive to the Village Hall required a better fixing mechanism.


The Clerk was asked to contact Cllr. Compton to see if any progress had been made regarding the ordering of the additional play equipment for the older children.


Cllr. Aconley reported that elderly residents were still experiencing problems with the current bus service, and that another village meeting was requested to discuss the problems with NLC. It was also requested that the Clerk write to Andrew Percy MP, the Transport Secretary at the House of Commons and Peter Levy at Look North seeking their support in trying to convince NLC that a better service was required for the village.


The Chairman reported that complaints had been received from residents that the holiday caravan site now appeared to have a permanent resident staying there. It was suggested that NLC Planning be contacted regarding the planning status of the caravan site.


It was reported that the Environment Agency had fitted a new gate across the riverbank outside the village, and suggested that the Clerk write again to the Agency requesting a further gate be fitted across the riverbank at the bottom of Sand Lane.


Cllr. Hopkins reported that the level of shooting at the gun club at the bottom of Sand Lane had increased significantly, and several complaints had been received following an early morning shoot on Easter Sunday.


Cllr. Baker reported that progress was taking shape on the production of the replacement Parish Council website.
