ITEM 2 -
MINUTES of the previous meeting held Tuesday 5 October 2021.

Cllr. Aconley reported that she had suggested that the Tommy should be presented at the War Memorial for the annual service. 

Ward Cllr. Rose advised that the £1.7m was the expected cost of works required to the C202, not what NLC were prepared to spend on the works.

The 2 fixed penalty fines for dog fouling and handling more than 4 dogs were issued on the same person.

With the above amendments Cllr. Compton proposed the minutes as a true record, seconded by Cllr. White and all were in agreement. The Chairman signed the minutes.

ITEM 5 -
PLANNING MATTERS


There were no new planning applications.


The Clerk reported that NLC Planning had indicated that as the shooting club had been operating for more than 10 years it was immune from enforcement action. However, Members were of the opinion that the club had only been operating for about 3 years. The Clerk agreed to pursue the matter.
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ITEM 6 -
HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS


Cllr. Gee reported that the C202 was deteriorating in several places along its length, and that there were large potholes on the road approaching Candy Corner.


Cllr. Compton reported that there were 3 horses permanently tethered on the North Riverbank blocking access to pedestrians.


Cllr. White reported that the road sign at the entrance to Cove Road had been knocked down; there were overgrown hedges to Woodside Lane and the bend on Wroot Road near the village sign.


Further complaints were received that the road sweeper had still not been visiting the village and the surface water gullies required cleansing.

ITEM 7 -
ALLOTMENTS


Mr. Hillsdon referred to a letter he had emailed to the Clerk advising that he held the deeds to the allotment land at the junction of High Street/Sands Lane and requested a full refund of the rent payments he had been paying since 1969.

ITEM 8 -
NEW WOODLAND AREA


The Chairman reported that the site requires cutting back, raked off and the rubbish disposed of.

ITEM 9 -
PLAYING FIELD FENCE & GATE


Cllr. Hopkins reported that the contractor was due to commence work on the fence and gate shortly.

ITEM 10 -
SECURITY CAMERAS


The Chairman reported that he had been contacted by Plus Net and they were ready to install the access cable as soon as the pole was erected.

ITEM 11 -
COUNCILLORS REPORTS


Cllr. Gee supplied detailed Local Plans of 3 possible development sites within the development boundary. Ward Councillor Rose advised that NLC were only looking at 1 site, the land between the last house on Field Lane and St Pancras Church. Between 13/15 properties were to be built on the site.


Members expressed concern that the proposed development was too large as the infrastructure of the village was very limited; also the bus service was very limited.

 
It was agreed that NLC Planning be informed of the Parish Council’s concerns and that if the site was approved only frontage properties be built in keeping with the rest of the village, and that there should be some affordable housing.


Cllr. Gee reported that the plans would be made available at the Village Hall on Saturday 6 November for residents to peruse and make their comments.


Cllr. Gee reported that the next NAT’s meeting would be held 16 November.
