HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS



Cllr. Gee reported that further problems were being experienced on the C202

as a result of additional HGV’s.

Cllr. Baker reported that the overhanging trees on Woodside Lane had still not been trimmed, and the uneven road surface causing ponding on Woodside Lane had still not been attended to. The ‘No Dog’ signs and waste bin were still missing on the public footpath between the school and Woodside Lane. 

It was agreed that the above matters be reported to NLC Highways.

ITEM 10 -
NEW WOODLAND AREA – ADDITIONAL FUNDING


The Clerk reported that the Chairman had been in touch with the contractors who were to carry out the additional site clearance and wild flower planting, and the erection of fencing and a gate. It was also the intention to site a seat within the woodland area.


The following quotations have been received:

· Pearson Brothers Fencing Contractors – Fencing & Gate £950 + VAT

· John Gillies – Site clearance and Wild Flower planting £2,120.

Cllr. Gee proposed acceptance of the 2 quotations, seconded by Cllr. Aconley and all were in agreement.

It was further agreed that the Parish Council would stand the cost of the seat as its contribution to the scheme.

With the quotations accepted it was further agreed that the Clerk submit a grant application to NLC for the funding of the fencing, gate, site clearance and the wild flower planting.

ITEM 11 -
COUNCILLORS REPORTS


Cllr. Baker reported on his participation in the Airport Committee Meeting and reported that there had been slight changes made to the flight paths; which should improve noise levels in the village.


The Chairman reported that he had had discussions with Ward Cllr. Rose regarding the problems being experienced with the new village bus service. 


Residents were requesting a Parish Meeting to discuss the problem with representatives from NLC; unfortunately the current pandemic would not allow.

It was accepted that the new service was not satisfactory and that NLC were seeking an alternative, possibly just buses for the Isle.
