PLANNING MATTERS

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ITEM 6 -
HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS

Cllr. Gee reported that the repair works to the C202 were starting to slip away leaving large gaps in the surface; also, only sections of the highway had been repaired when the whole highway needed attention. Cllr. White reported that the safety bollards on the same stretch of highway had either been removed or knocked down. Also, the white line road markings at the junction of the C202 and the A18 are worn away. 

Cllr. Rose reported that NLC had costed the above works and were looking to spend £1.7m.

Cllr. White reported that a large section of Poles Bank was overgrown by hedges; also, sections of Woodside Lane were overgrown.

It was reported that NLC Dog Control Officers had imposed two fixed penalty fines on dog owners for both fouling and having more than 4 dogs in their control.

ITEM 7 -
ALLOTMENTS


The Clerk reported that Land Registry had suggested that the Mediation offer could proceed in London and that he had contacted the solicitor representing Mr & Mrs Nightingale and that both parties had agreed to put the hearing on hold until such time as a more local location could be arranged.  

ITEM 8 -
NEW WOODLAND AREA


It was reported that the area looked quite untidy at the moment; however, the contractors have given assurances that come Spring/Summer the weeds will be trimmed and the planted wildflowers will take over. The Chairman reported that Neal Smith has now cut a pathway to the bottom of the woodland area.

PLAYING FIELD FENCE & GATE


The Chairman reported that the contractor was hoping to start work on the fence and gate shortly.
ITEM 10 -
SECURITY CAMERAS


The Clerk reported that he had not received a response from Russell Fulton at BT regarding the installation of the phone line. It was agreed that Cllr. Gee and the Clerk would make further contact with Mr Fulton.
