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ITEM 5 -
PLANNING MATTERS


The Clerk reported that he had checked the Outline Planning Permission granted under ref: PA/2019/953 for The Apples Woodside Lane; which indicated that ‘approval of the details of the layout, scale and appearance of the building(s), the means of access thereto and the landscaping of the site shall be obtained from the local planning authority in writing before any development is commenced’.


There were no other applications submitted.

ITEM 6 -
HIGHWAY/ENVIRONMENTAL MATTERS


Cllr. White reported that complaints were still being received from residents regarding the condition of the C202, some of the works carried out were not very effective and other areas remained untouched. Also Poles Bank still required serious works. The footpaths throughout the village were still in need of repair and the road sweeper had still not visited the village. The hedges on High Street near to the Church required trimming, the trees at The Limes Woodside Lane required trimming and the Bridleway from Misson Bank to Thatchcarr Farm requires cutting.

ITEM 7 -
ALLOTMENTS


The Clerk reported that following emails from the solicitor representing the Nightingales, he had contacted Land Registry Tribunal suggesting that the process of remediation be continued. The Clerk enquired if NLC Legal Section were likely to be able to offer assistance/advice in the remediation process. 


Cllr. Rose agreed to contact NLC Legal Section to see if they could help with advice.

ITEM 8 -
NEW WOODLAND AREA


The Chairman reported that the table and seating had now been installed and that Neal Smith was to cut a pathway to the bottom of the area.

PLAYING FIELD FENCE & GATE

ITEM 10 -
SECURITY CAMERAS


The Chairman reported that he had had a meeting with the Village Hall Committee and it had been decided that the Village Hall would donate the pole for the cameras and contribute 50% towards the monthly BT costs. An electrician had agreed to fit a cable from the pole to the Village Hall Modem at a cost of £75.


Cllr. Gee reported that he had received the estimate from BT and agreed to forward it to the Clerk in order that the order could be placed.

ITEM 11 -
COUNCILLORS REPORTS


It was reported that complaints were still being received regarding the activities of the shooting club at the bottom of Sand Lane; also checks have been made and the site is located in North Lincolnshire. It was agreed that the Clerk would chase NLC Planning Enforcement.

It was reported that an offer had been made to place dog waste bags attached to the dog waste bins for the use of dog owners. All were in agreement.
