The 2019 Handmade Holidays in Rockingham County (HHRC) at Art in the Garden (AITG) is an exciting and festive new venue for fabulous fine arts and crafts, handmade in the greater Rockingham County, NC area.  This is the first Holiday Event for AITG and it will be open through the holiday season from December 1 - December 29, 2019.  Admission is free to the public.  The Market attracts many artists, patrons, students and shoppers who want to support local art, culture and community. Artwork by the selected artists is displayed attractively in a festive setting.

We are seeking fine art and craft in all media suitable for the holiday market:  2-D media, ceramics, jewelry, glass, fiber, leather, metal, wood, made in NC and holiday-themed items, including specialty soaps and scented items, salsa and other sauces, special holiday tastes, decorations, ornaments and greeting cards. Artists are juried on their body of work and the artwork is accepted on a consignment basis.
All proceeds benefit local NC and VA artists and Art in the Garden programming.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
All work must be original and handmade by the artist. Commercially manufactured components, commercial patterns, copies of paintings, prints and molds of any type will not be accepted (i.e. assembly of pre-made holiday crafts, purchased kits, etc.).

· Items priced between $3.00 and $250.00 sell best, especially items under $50.00.  We will accept work above $250 but the artist may be asked not to bring specific work or quantities. 

· Accepted work must be ready to display. All wall art must have proper hanging mechanism—wire (ends wrapped), D rings; no sawtooth hangers.

At their sole discretion, any artist’s item not meeting Art in the Garden’s criteria or standard will be returned to the artist immediately and not become a part of inventory.

 
ACCEPTANCE AND DELIVERY OF ARTWORK
· The jury will evaluate the images by artists rather than by artwork. The images submitted for jury should accurately represent the variety of the artwork you would like to sell.

· AITG will send notifications to all applicants via e-mail by November 15, 2019.

· The artist contract is due (postmarked by) from accepted artists by November 18, 2019. Please contact AITG with any special conditions asap.

· AITG will send accepted artists detailed information regarding delivery and pick up.

· All work must be hand-delivered to AITG November 18-22, 2019, by appointment only.

· At time of delivery, artists will be required to properly place price tags on all of their artwork corresponding to the individual inventory sheets.

SALES
· All items are merchandised together into one market experience. AITG staff handles the installation and display of all artwork. If you have display equipment, please let us know and please be sure it Is labeled as yours.
· FAC collects money and sales tax on all items sold.

· FAC retains a 25% commission on sales.   A commission of 75% will be paid to artists.  Volunteers are needed daily during the market and also during special events.  The market operates 6 days a week.
AGREEMENT
· Submission of work to this jury process constitutes an agreement on the part of the artist to the conditions set forth in this prospectus.

· AITG reserves the right to make final curatorial, installation, and marketing decisions.

· Images submitted may be used for marketing, educational, or archival purposes.
