LUGGAGE: No luggage can be taken (1 Timothy 6:7). 

IMMIGRATION: All passengers are classified as immigrants, since 
they are taking up permanent residence in a new country.

AIR PASSAGE: Travelers going directly by air are advised to be 
ready for imminent departure (1 Thessalonians 4:17).
