Moving forward also means things will be a little different for the Crescent Valley Resource Centre. We want to continue
to be an accessible and supportive environment offering services and programs to the CV community. THAT IS A
PRIORITY! To do so, we have implemented Health and Safety workplace requirements that will help to protect you, your
children, the resource centre and others who find themselves at our doors.

How different will we look?

When we open to the public (soon!) our hours will be 10:00am - 3:00pm for the time being. Programs or services
we will be offering will be limited in the hours they are available to the public and the number of people that can
access them, some will be by appointment only.

We are currently looking forward to opening up The Growing Place community garden, the clothing room, Saint
John Bike Share program, and Summer Squad. Stay tuned for more details on these programs.
Food related programs, our libraries, emergency diapers and formula program are on hold for the time being.

Everyone will be required to sanitize their hands at the entrance and to remain within the designated marked
2-metre rule at the main entrance. You will be given a risk assessment (3 questions) and asked for your name /
contact number and the time you came in and left the CVRC will be noted. We are all required to exit by
a separate door on most occasions.

Faxing and photocopying are still available. If you require additional support or access to other services, we will
have a safe and confidential environment for you to chat with one of our staff.

For now, these guidelines will help us to continue to protect the CV community, yet move forward with hope and
optimism. We will see you soon.

You can no longer
recycle plastic grocery bags, bread bags, produce bags,
Ziploc bags, and plastic wrap from things like paper towel.
No soft plastics! Please continue to recycle hard plastic
containers with a recycling number of 1,2 or 5, such as:
margarine, ice cream, shampoo, detergent or fruit and
vegetable trays.

Horizon Health is using our building as a testing site, and it is
not safe for the children.We are out of the building until New Brunswick enters the green phase of recovery.
