LABELING: Please label each artwork on the back or bottom of the piece with 
your name, phone #, email address, title of the work, medium, dimensions and 
price or (nfs). Virtual entries must include identical information with each entry 
submitted via email. 



SALES: Work will be for sale at the price indicated by the artist upon submission 
of entry, plus tax. Sale of artwork is subject to gallery's commission until the end 
of the exhibit. Artists who donate to silent auction, receive 80% from final sale 
price in euros. Virtual entries can offer prints of their Artworks at auction upon 
request, however not required.
