Easter Tide 

Easter is the “Solemnity of 
Solemnities,” the greatest feast 
of the entire liturgical year. (CCC, 1168)  

It’s a feast so momentous that it cannot be 
confined to a single day. 

Included in Easter Tide is the Octave of 
Easter which lasts eight days from Easter 
Sunday until the Second Sunday of Easter.  
But even then, we continue the celebration 
for 50 days - until the feast of Pentecost. 

Keep in mind that God doesn’t need 
these 50 days of celebration - we do!  He 
lives in the eternal present – no yesterday or 
tomorrow for him - He is always celebrating 
right along with us.  We are the ones who 
need these liturgical reminders to help keep 
our faith and devotion strong by delving 
more deeply into the Church’s seasons. 

Pentecost is Greek meaning “fiftieth.”  It 
was originally applied to the Jewish Feast of 
Weeks which fell on the fiftieth day after 
Passover [Aramaic pasḥā from which we get 
the Christian word “Paschal” concerning 
Easter or Passover]. 

In Acts 2:4 the Apostles were gathered 
celebrating the Jewish Pentecost when 
suddenly a great wind filled the house and 
tongues of fire rested on the Apostles as the 
Holy Spirit descended upon them.  This day is 
now considered the birthday of the Church 
because from that point on the Apostles 
carried the message of Christ to the then-
known world.  Through Apostolic Succession, 
the authority that Christ gave those Apostles 
through the Holy Spirit extends to our 
bishops today. 

As the soul gives life to the body, so also 
the Spirit gives life to the Church.  “The 50 
days from Easter Sunday to Pentecost are 
celebrated in joyful exultation as one feast 
day, or better yet, as one ‘Great 
Sunday.’” (Congregation for Divine Worship, General Norms for the Liturgical Year, 

and the Calendar) 

Since his Ascension, Jesus is no longer 
physically present on earth; He sent the Holy 
Spirit to guide us.  But He hasn’t abandoned 
us.  He is still present to us in many ways, 
especially in his sacraments as conveyed by 
the Holy Spirit. 

Pentecost marks the beginning of this 
new, sacramental era because the ministers 
of the sacraments (usually priests and 
deacons) have the power to perform them 
through the Holy Spirit. 

The liturgical color for Pentecost is red 
which signifies martyrdom, but in this 
instance, it represents the Holy Spirit.  It does 
so because the tongues of fire (both of which 
are represented by red) are associated with 
Pentecost. 

The Paschal Greeting or Easter 
Acclamation is an ancient practice still used 
in many places to this day.  One person 
greets another with “Christ is risen!” and the 
other replies, “Truly, he is risen!” or “He is 
risen, indeed.”
