4. Speaking of IRAs, have you received
your required minimum distribution for
this year? If not, the Internal Revenue
Service penalty is a hefty 50% of the
amount you should have received!

The "O Antiphons" of Advent

The Roman Church has been singing the “O Antiphons” since at least the
eighth century; most likely they date to the sixth century. They are recited
prior to the Magnificat during evening prayer (vespers) from Dec. 17 - 23.
Each antiphon is addressed to God using a noble title for the Messiah and petitions
Him to come and save His people. This repeated imperative "Come!"” embodies the
longing of all for the Divine Messiah. Each antiphon is tied to Mary because she is the
vessel through which the Savior will be born.

December 17 O’ Sapientig &s2ah11:2-3; 28:29) '~ yjsdom, O holy Word of God, you
govern all creation with your strong yet tender care. Come and show your people the
way to salvation.”

December 18  O’Adonaj s2@h 33:22) "O Lord of ancient Israel, who showed
yourself to Moses in the burning bush, who gave him the holy law on Sinai Mountain:
come, stretch out your mighty hand to set us free.”

December 19 O’ Radlx s2ah 11:1; 11:10). "O Flower of Jesse’s stem, you have
been raised up as a sign for all peoples; kings stand silent in your presence; the
nationc? bow down in worship before you. Come, let nothing keep you from coming to
our aid.

If one starts with the last title and takes the first letter of each one - Emmanuel, Rex,
Oriens, Clavis, Radix, Adonai, Sapientia - the Latin words ERO CRAS are formed,
meaning, "Tomorrow, I will come.” Therefore, the Lord Jesus, whose coming we have
prepared for in Advent and whom we have addressed in these seven Messianic titles,
now speaks to us, “Tomorrow, I will come."

The O Antiphons not only bring intensity to our Advent preparation but bring it to a
joyful conclusion.

Next month we'll look at Epiphany.
