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Where did we leave off? Oh yes, that’s right… FLAVOR! 
Starting a new popcorn business without a love or 
passion for popcorn and with zero experience in making 
it, is a daring risk to say the least! As most, if not all, 
business owners would attest, a love and or passion for 
the work that you do is vital for a new business to have 
any hopes of survival let alone success and of course 
profits! I had neither motivations for making popcorn in 
the beginning, I only knew that there was an open knitch 
that could possibly make me money. Obviously I had a 
lot of work ahead of me and even more to learn! 

This is where “flavor” fits into the story and how flavor 
changed the game putting POPS Kettle Corn ahead of 
the pack.  As I was never a real fan of “popcorn”, in all 
honesty I just didn’t like it. At all, it was boring.  I realized 
I would need to look deeper into the reason WHY in 
order to develop a better relationship with the stuff 
considering we would be working together as business 
partners. -not to mention I had invested all the money I 
had in POPS initial startup and thus popcorn and myself 
had to find a way to not only work well together but 
maybe even have a healthy relationship. Fortunately, as 
it turns out, there is a thing called “Kettle Corn” and it 
opened the doors to new possibilities and a new attitude 
towards “popcorn” on my part (from here on referred to 
as “kettle corn”).  Turns out there is a huge difference 
and the discovery was heaven sent.  Little did I know 
then that it would one day turn into love. 

After deep retrospect, I was able to make a link! I am 
without question a “Foodie” and I love flavor! All kinds 
of flavor! If you have sauce for them ribs, I want every 
flavor and extra! Eating chicken wings with me can be 
annoying, I own it. The writing was on the wall and easy 
to apply to my popcorn dilemma! I needed to make 
flavors! Lots of flavors and then some more! That was 
easy! Well… not at first. When my buddy Terry and 
I opened the original “POPS Kettle Corn” shack in 
Ketchikan, Alaska back in 2010 (still in operation today) 
we did so with only two flavors! Sweet & Salty Original 
Kettle and Caramel. That’s a long stretch from the over 
200 flavors we make now twelve years later. 

POPS Rockin Kettle Corn! Not just “out of 
the box” -out of this Universe!

The expansion of our menu certainly didn’t happen 
overnight. But thinking out of the box and taking chances 
proved to be what quickly became the key to POPS 
success. There was a lot of trial & error and a fair amount 
of experimental batches of kettle corn lost to flaming 
fires! When cooking in a kettle over fire at 500 degrees, 
its best if the fire itself stays out of the kettle and cooks 
from the exterior. A masterful hand spinning technique is 
required to nurture and protect the delicate and delicious 
kettle corn content within the kettles molten bowl.  You 
have to pay serious attention if you want to make profits 
AND survive to enjoy it! 

The concession industry offers a few dozen flavoring 
options for popcorn but ya gotta get away from that to 
separate yourself. And we did. The creative process also 
helped me develop a real interest for popcorn! I was 
even proud, dare I say passionate? Bonus! Today we have 
flavors that baffle even fellow corn poppers! Obviously 
we can’t give away any secrets but we can and will share 
the goodness! 

A few years later, as life goes, I decided to leave POPS 
in Alaska in the hands of Terry. I was missing something 
from my life and in my heart though I didn’t know what 
yet.  But in a beautiful twist of fate that decision turns out 
to be where love comes into this story. And “love” was 
the missing piece to my puzzle. After bouncing around a 
bit, I landed in Arizona to visit a friend with no intentions 
on staying long until…. I met Tracey.  The (our) story is 
not short nor simple. We fell madly in love just as covid 
struck and that was anything but ideal for “new love”. 
Thankfully we did have the good grace of our Christian 
faith and it got us through it! Having a couple years 
together under our belt and with Covid seemingly in 
the review mirror, we decided to get married and start 
a business together! Putting our complimentary talents 
together was a great mesh of strong points and the 
business decision was a no brainer.

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The World is Changing, Practice Gun Safety
I was born in Brooklyn, NY many years ago. Being from 
the Big Apple, it was not common to have or carry 
a firearm. It was taboo, as only law enforcement or 
criminals were known to carry firearms. 

Leaving the big city and moving on to the Peach state 
(Atlanta, Georgia) was when I first learned that it was 
common for law abiding citizens to carry and buy 
firearms legally. This piqued my interest, but it wasn’t 
something I pursued in the beginning. 

After finishing my High School years, I carried on in the 
business management field managing everything from 
fast food to retail. I grew out of being confined within 4 
walls, so I decided to switch directions and ventured over 
to the Telecommunications industry.

As I traveled, 
I noticed myself in some very sketchy neighborhoods and 
decided it was time for me to start carrying something 
for protection. So, I eventually applied for my Concealed 
carry permit which allowed me to carry legally in many 
of the states I worked in.

In going to the range, I noticed my shot placement was 
horribly and was not confident in my abilities to shoot 
accurately. This lead me down the path of finding a 
way to get knowledgeable training.
