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Opver the years, the LORD, through the Holy Spirit, has given a few monthly
reviews of calendar months. These selected dates are msighttul in highlighting

features of the monthly events or occurrences.

The operand tells us that 1 interpermeates all the dates within the framework,

making it easy to contemplate the summary dates’ fuller meaning.

A summary of Dates within Pentecost’s framework.

In review, we see date numbers with a count of one. Next, we see 18 with a
repeated count of three. Finally, we see 19 with a repeated count of two.
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Interpretation: Seeing the number dates with the count of 1 1s simple.

The date 18 appears three times. Naturally, only one 18 per month. Biblical 18
denotes a new life and/ or a time to assert independence or separation from
demonic spirits. Luke 13:4-6 recounts Yeshua telling sinners about the death of
eighteen:

e “ Or those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell and killed them, do you think that
they were worse sinners than all other men who dwelt in Jerusalem?”

Likewise, Yeshua said: “Unless you repeat, 'you too will perish.”
Yet, another application of eighteen in Luke 13:11-12

o “And behold, there was a woman who had a spirit of mfirmuty eighteen years, and was bent
over and could m no way raise herself up.”
But when Jesus saw her, He called her to Him and said to her, “Woman, you are loosed
from your mfirmity.”

An important concept in biblical discussions, eighteen signifies new life and a
period of independence. Notice that 18 appears three times. In each mstance of that
date, we observe elements of new life and/or independence within the regime of
Pentecost.

The significance of Three

Now, let's explore the deeper meaning of three. The significance of three in geometric design
1s represented by a cube, which is a solid—something you can touch, feel, see, and experience.
Essentially, this symbolizes completeness or wholeness. Consider the concept of time: past,
present, and future. Three 1s also associated with the Holy Trinity: Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit (divine perfection)(divine fullness) (Resurrection after three days). Additionally, three can
be linked to a small family: Noah’s three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

One is a concept of unity, for it is exclusionary.

This 1s why God says: I am a jealous God—I am the original, for I am the law of

one—sovereign. I am Alpha and Omega.

As a follow-up, two powerful numbers are 1 and 0. Knowing the difference in
number classification, 1 1s a non-prime number; it cannot be divided by itself, for it 1s
mdivisible.

Computers are a pervasive aspect of reality. To facilitate communication between
machine code and programmed applications, assembly language employs mnemonic
codes represented 1n binary, using 0 and 1.

Equally pervasive, barcodes are placed on trillions of items for everyday use. The
Is and Os are symbols in the electronic bar naming the items.

One is a unit unto itself; it exists uniquely in originality.

o  “Thus saith the LORD, the King of Israel, And his redeemer the Lord of hosts: I am the
first, and I am the last; And beside Me there 1s no God.” Isaiah 44:6

Nineteen denotes judgment.
