Introduction

institutionalized date, May 27, as the index of the New Covenant.

    The pending exilic returnees must know a few basics to ensure a relatively smooth transition to 

the Lands of Promise.  A New Covenant exists for the entire Congregation. However, new 

covenants are being established with the Ten Tribes and Judah now in progress. The watchword: 

know which covenant applies to you.    

     Deuteronomy 30:4-9 outlines the Commonwealth Covenant for all exilic returnees.
