Our worship is rooted in the ancient pattern of the church—gathering, word,
meal, sending. The shape of this liturgy and much of the actual words/prayers
come directly from scripture. Though we make seasonal shifts, the constancy of
our worship reflects God’s constant love and promises through forgiveness,
scripture, and the sacraments of baptism and communion. Following this
liturgical pattern, as well as the Revised Common Lectionary, a three-year cycle
of scripture readings, connects us through our worship with Christians around the
world and throughout time.

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive Holy Communion. We believe
“Holy Communion is the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ given with bread
and wine, instituted by Christ himself for us to eat and drink.” (Small Catechism,
Martin Luther) Children who do not yet receive Holy Communion are welcome to
come forward for a blessing.

Other Readings for this Sunday



Acts 1:6-14

Today'’s reading is part of the introduction to the narrative of the outpouring of the
Spirit on Pentecost. These verses tell of the risen Lord’s conversation with his
disciples on the eve of his ascension, in which he promises that they will receive
the power of the Holy Spirit.

6When [the apostles] had come together, they asked [Jesus], “Lord, is this the
time when you will restore the kingdom to Israel?” ” He replied, “It is not for you to
know the times or periods that the Father has set by his own authority. & But you
will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my
witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth.” ®When he had said this, as they were watching, he was lifted up, and a
cloud took him out of their sight. 1 While he was going and they were gazing up
toward heaven, suddenly two men in white robes stood by them. ! They said,
“Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who
has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw
him go into heaven.”

12Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near
Jerusalem, a Sabbath day’s journey away. *When they had entered the city,
they went to the room upstairs where they were staying: Peter, and John, and
James, and Andrew, Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James son
of Alphaeus, and Simon the Zealot, and Judas son of James. 4 All these were
constantly devoting themselves to prayer, together with certain women, including
Mary the mother of Jesus, as well as his brothers.

GOSPEL MESSAGE



May 17, 2026
SEVENTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
A Focus on Relationship

The prayers of Jesus in today’s reading come at the conclusion of what is called
the “Farewell Discourse” in John’s gospel, which takes place prior to Jesus’
arrest in the garden. In this discourse Jesus repeatedly emphasizes themes of
relationship, mutual love, and service as he teaches, gives final instructions, and
prays for the disciples.

In John, more than in the other three gospels, relationship is the ultimate focus of
the life of faith. Jesus’ mission on earth is to bring people into knowledge of and
relationship with God the Father. Jesus exemplifies perfect relationship with the
Father and wants all people to know this same intimacy with God. He also prays
that his disciples might live in such a loving and mutual relationship with one
another. Moreover, he prays that we might be one, so that our unity reflects the
unity of the Father and the Son.

Our relationship with God is strengthened and refreshed in faith communities that
worship together, attend to each other’s needs, and serve others and creation in
acts of love and compassion. In the Bantu languages and philosophy of

Africa, ubuntu refers to the moral conviction that “I am because you are,” or “l am
because we are.” Ubuntu recognizes that our well-being and our futures are
bound up in the well-being and the future of others.

Christianity is a religion of relationship, not of self-efficacy. In an increasingly
individualistic and fragmented world, our faith in Christ demonstrates a bold
witness to the power and beauty of community. How might Jesus be leading us
and the church in this subversive work? How might mutual love and
interdependence be signs of our faith, forging a path of healing for our broken
world?
