Our worship is rooted in the ancient pattern of the church—gathering, word,
meal, sending. The shape of this liturgy and much of the actual words/prayers
come directly from scripture. Though we make seasonal shifts, the constancy of
our worship reflects God’s constant love and promises through forgiveness,
scripture, and the sacraments of baptism and communion. Following this
liturgical pattern, as well as the Revised Common Lectionary, a three-year cycle
of scripture readings, connects us through our worship with Christians around the
world and throughout time.

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive Holy Communion. We believe
“Holy Communion is the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ given with bread
and wine, instituted by Christ himself for us to eat and drink.” (Small Catechism,
Martin Luther) Children who do not yet receive Holy Communion are welcome to
come forward for a blessing.

Reading: 1 Peter 1:3-9

This epistle was written to encourage Christians experiencing hardships and
suffering because of their faith in Christ. The letter opens by blessing God for the
living hope we have through Christ’s resurrection even amid difficult
circumstances and surroundings.

3Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! By his great mercy he
has given us a new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus
Christ from the dead #and into an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and
unfading, kept in heaven for you, ®who are being protected by the power of God
through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 8 In this you
rejoice, even if now for a little while you have had to suffer various trials, ’ so that
the genuineness of your faith—being more precious than gold that, though
perishable, is tested by fire—may be found to result in praise and glory and
honor when Jesus Christ is revealed. & Although you have not seen him, you love
him, and even though you do not see him now, you believe in him and rejoice
with an indescribable and glorious joy, ° for you are receiving the outcome of your
faith, the salvation of your souls.

26 A week later his disciples were again in the house, and Thomas was with
them. Although the doors were shut, Jesus came and stood among them and
said, “Peace be with you.” 2’ Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and
see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it in my side. Do not doubt but
believe.” 22 Thomas answered him, “My Lord and my God!” 2° Jesus said to him,
“Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have



not seen and yet have come to believe.”

30Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are not
written in this book. 3! But these are written so that you may continue to believe
that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through believing you may
have life in his name.

Other Readings for this Sunday

Acts 2:14a, 22-32

After the Holy Spirit comes to the apostles on Pentecost, Peter preaches the
gospel to the gathered crowd. He tells them that Jesus, who obediently went to
his death according to God’s plan, was raised from the dead by God. Finally, he
appeals to scripture, quoting Psalm 16:8-11, to show that Jesus is the Messiah:
though crucified, the risen Jesus is now enthroned.



14a peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed [the
crowd]: 22“Fellow Israelites, listen to what | have to say: Jesus of Nazareth, a
man attested to you by God with deeds of power, wonders, and signs that God
did through him among you, as you yourselves know 23this man, handed over to
you according to the definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and
killed by the hands of those outside the law. ?* But God raised him up, having
released him from the agony of death, because it was impossible for him to be
held in its power. 2° For David says concerning him,
‘| saw the Lord always before me,

GOSPEL MESSAGE

April 12, 2026
SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER
Be Curious

The hit Apple TV series Ted Lasso became a cultural phenomenon as the first
season was released in August 2020, in the thick of the global pandemic. This
sports-comedy-drama told the story of the title character, an American college



football coach turned professional English soccer coach with zero experience in
that sport. Ted’s genuine positivity was hilariously infectious amid the real
challenges he faced in his work and relationships. He encouraged people not to
make assumptions of one another and to “be curious” in life.

In many ways, the disciple Thomas could have been an acolyte of Ted Lasso.
Though he is often dubbed “the doubter,” Thomas'’s disposition was really one of
curiosity. After all, how could he not be curious? He was the one disciple who
missed out on Jesus’ first resurrection appearance in that locked house. Who
wouldn’t feel the sting of missing such a sight, and hope to share in a similar
experience? Thomas, in his faithfully curious way, desired to put his hands in
Jesus’ pierced hands and side. His belief in the resurrection was contingent upon
the quenching of his curiosity. That is, without his inquisitiveness, the story lacks
its climactic revelation: Thomas’s proclamation, “My Lord and my God!” (John
20:28).

We could go on labeling Thomas a doubter, but such a title is unfortunately
riddled with disparaging connotations. Perhaps we would do well to claim him as
“Thomas the curious,” recognizing that doubt and belief intersect along curiosity’s
pathway. Thomas may just be our example of how to perceive the resurrection in
our midst, thereby leading us into a deeper understanding of life with the risen
Christ. After all, it is his proclamation we share in the Easter season as we
declare Jesus crucified and risen. May we, too, be curious as we look for signs of
Easter among us.
