Our worship is rooted in the ancient pattern of the church—gathering, word,
meal, sending. The shape of this liturgy and much of the actual words/prayers
come directly from scripture. Though we make seasonal shifts, the constancy of
our worship reflects God’s constant love and promises through forgiveness,
scripture, and the sacraments of baptism and communion. Following this
liturgical pattern, as well as the Revised Common Lectionary, a three-year cycle
of scripture readings, connects us through our worship with Christians around the
world and throughout time.

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive Holy Communion. We believe
“Holy Communion is the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ given with bread
and wine, instituted by Christ himself for us to eat and drink.” (Small Catechism,
Martin Luther) Children who do not yet receive Holy Communion are welcome to
come forward for a blessing.

READING: Romans 5:12-19

Through Adam’s disobedience, humanity came under bondage to sin and death,
from which we cannot free ourselves. In Christ’s obedient death, God graciously
showers on us the free gift of liberation and life.

12 Just as sin came into the world through one man, and death came through sin,
and so death spread to all because all have sinned 13for sin was indeed in the
world before the law, but sin is not reckoned when there is no law. 1 Yet death
reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those who did not sin in the likeness of
Adam, who is a pattern of the one who was to come.

15But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if the many died through the one
man’s trespass, much more surely have the grace of God and the gift in the
grace of the one man, Jesus Christ, abounded for the many. 1 And the gift is not
like the effect of the one man’s sin. For the judgment following one trespass
brought condemnation, but the gift following many trespasses brings
justification.

The Holy Gospel according to Matthew.

Other Readings for this Sunday

Genesis 2:15-17; 3:1-7

Human beings were formed with great care, to be in relationship with the creator,
creation, and one another. The serpent’s promise to the first couple that their
eyes would be opened led, ironically, to the discovery only that they were naked.

15The LorDp God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to till it and
keep it. 18 And the LorRD God commanded the man, “You may freely eat of every
tree of the garden, 1" but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall
not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall die.”

31 Now the serpent was more crafty than any other wild animal that
the LOrRD God had made. He said to the woman, “Did God say, ‘You shall not eat
from any tree in the garden’?” 2 The woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of
the fruit of the trees in the garden, 3but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of
the tree that is in the middle of the garden, nor shall you touch it, or you shall
die.” ” *But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not die, ®for God knows that
when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing
good and evil.” ® So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food and
that it was a delight to the eyes and that the tree was to be desired to make one
wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her husband, who



was with her, and he ate. " Then the eyes of both were opened, and they knew
that they were naked, and they sewed fig leaves together and made loincloths for
themselves.

GOSPEL MESSAGE

February 22, 2026
FIRST SUNDAY IN LENT
Forty Days of Humility

The devil gives Jesus three opportunities to assert himself as powerful and
exceptional: to turn rocks into bread, to be saved by the angels, and to rule over
all the earth. Three times Jesus rebuffs the devil, turning his attention to God and
refusing to take the bait.

Anthony the Great, a desert father whose life mirrored the experience of Jesus in
this text, once said, “I saw the snares that the enemy spreads out over the world
and | said groaning, ‘What can get through from such snares?’ Then | heard a
voice saying to me, ‘Humility’” (Benedicta Ward, trans., The Sayings of the
Desert Fathers, Cistercian, 1975). This is exactly how Jesus responds to the
temptations offered by the deuvil: turning his attention back to God in humility,
refusing the temptation to prove himself through miracles and acts of power.

During Lent, we are invited to engage in practices like fasting, almsgiving, and
prayer to discipline our minds and bodies so we can return our full attention to
the abiding love of God in Jesus. There will be a temptation to engage these
practices as ways of puffing ourselves up, performing, or proving our worth. But
Jesus calls us back to a Lent rooted in humility, engaging practices not for the
sake of proving ourselves, but for deepening our trust in God.



Where might we be experiencing that temptation to puff ourselves up, perform, or
prove our greatness? What practices might support a posture of humility,
reminding us that God is the author of all good things, and that we are loved and
sustained by a God who humbly took on flesh for the sake of the world?

May these forty days teach us to embrace humility and to trust that God walks
with us, making all things new.
