Fire Chief Report:  A quote was given for 10 new 50 foot sections of 1 3/4” hoses with Dinges at $169 each for white and $187 each for colored.  A second quote will be obtained from Sandry and presented at the next meeting.  Roll Call #6 approved placing Logan Schaver on probation pending a favorable background check.  Chad Brown has been placed on administrative leave.  Eric Sikkema has returned from his leave of absence to full duty per authorization from his doctor.  A 5-year plan of future purchases was given and includes new boots, new gear, new air pack and rit packs, new helmets, and replacing the ladder truck.  A $9,200 donation was made to the fire department that will be put towards the boots.
EMS Coordinator Report:  Roll Call #7 approved the purchase of a new dryer for the station at a price of $700.00.  There were 12 paramedic, 12 EMT, 5 refusals, 1 fire, 2 tier, and 1 Clinton calls for a total of 33 calls for July.  Steve Boonstra provided the Foster Coach Sales quote for the new ambulance of $270,634.
Office Manager Report:  Roll Call #8 approved increasing the mileage rate from .45 cents per mile to 62.5 cents per mile in alignment with the current IRS mileage rate.  Roll Call #9 approved adding Steve Bull as a signer on the district checking account.  Roll Call #10 approved leaving Art Kilburg as the district OMA Officer and Patti Nicolaysen as the district FOIA Officer.
