Steve Boonstra is getting an optional quote for the LifePak 15 since the cost of $15,395 was higher due to compatibility with the version needed.  Calls for May were 16 refusals, 2 basic, 15 ALS, 2 canceled, 1 fire, 1 Clinton tier and 1 turned over to Clinton for a total of 38.
