Fire Chief Report:  Additional bids from Dinges were provided for hoses.  This purchase is being put on hold for the time being since the leaking couplers on some can be repaired.  Roll Call #4 approved purchasing 7 sets of gear before the price increase takes effect in October at an approximate total of $21,140.  A quote will be provided at the October meeting from Certasite for new cameras. Gateway Door will be out next week to make repairs to the garage door seals. The fire department would like to sell Christmas raffle tickets for guns this year instead of money.  The guns would remain with Wrigglers and the winners would pick them up there.  The food class will be attended by Rebekah Mulnix and possibly Diane Christensen. Roll Call #5 approved selling the two portable fans for $500 each.  The remaining PM truck checks will be completed this month.  The generator on Engine 2 needs to be either rebuilt at a cost of approximately $4,200 or replaced at a cost of approximately $5,500 to $6,000.
EMS Coordinator Report:  Roll Call #6 approved reinstating Bruce Christensen without a background check.   A quote will be provided for a new refrigerator for the day room.  Merit based bonuses were discussed with possibility to provide at Christmas. An EMR class is planned for November for all the new members. There were 17 paramedic, 12 EMT, 7 refusal, 2 cancelled, 1 Clinton, and 2 stand-by calls for a total of 21 calls for August.
Office Manager Report:  Roll Call #7 approved the 2022 Annual Financial Report.  Roll Call #8 approved a tax levy increase of 5%.  Roll Call #9 approved placing an ad in the Clinton Herald for the 2022/2023 snow removal bid.
