PENNYORK-BARRETT’S CHALLENGE

The cost to enter the Challenge is $5 per person in addition to
PENNYORK cost. The $5 goes into the Challenge pot.

The archer must shoot for a score and must attend 2 designated BC
shoots at each club to qualify for the Challenge shoot-off.

If an archer is unable to attend a scheduled Barrett’s Challenge (BC) shoot,
they may maintain eligibility by paying the entry fee either in advance or
prior to the next scheduled 3D shoot.

The archer must contact the club representative who hosted the BC shoot

that was missed to arrange payment and confirm their intent to utilize this
exception.

This exception may be used no more than twice per calendar year.

Archers must shoot with other archers. NO SHOOTING ALONE!!!

Classes:

Open, Rangefinder Orange, Rangefinder Yellow, Modern
Bowhunter, Bowhunter, Youth, Women, Traditional and Masters.

If you want to change to a different class after the Challenge begins
you can, but you still need to participate in 2 BC shoots at each club
in the new class that is selected.

Rules for the Challenge are the same as PENNYORK.

The Challenge shoot-off will be held at the last shoot on 8/30/2026 at
3:00pm. Shoot-off will consist of 10 targets grouped by class.

The top 5 Archers qualify.



PENNYORK-BARRETT’S CHALLENGE

Awards will only be for 15T 2NP and 3RP,

The top 5 Archers will be determined by the highest average score for 10
BC shoots.

There must be two qualified Archers in a class to participate in the
Challenge shoot-off.

There will be no refunds for the Challenge.
